
April 24, 2014: Village Board Meeting
Minutes of Regular Meeting Sodus Point Village Board

Mayor Tertinek called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Present: Mayor Tertinek, Deputy Mayor Kennedy, Trustee Kallusch, Superintendent Hopkins, Trustee Lilla, CEO Hendrikse, Officer Knutowicz, and Trustee Quinn
Absent: Attorney Williams
MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to approve the minutes of the March 20th, 2014 regular meeting.

Motion carried all voting aye.

Reports were given as follows:

***Superintendent Hopkins wanted to give a special Thanks to Rusty Schryer for repairing the canvas at the Village Hall free of charge.

CEO Hendrikse – Building report
Officer Knutowicz – Police report

The Sodus Point Police will be back in service on May 16th for the 2014 season.

Public Comments:
Thomas Lightfoot from 8387 Bay St. was interested in finding out the status of his complaint about cradle storage on the property at So. Ontario St.  He was aware of the letter sent to Katlynn Marina giving 10 days to remove the cradles.  April 24th was the 10th day and no activity has been made.  

After some confusion between Mayor Tertinek and CEO Hendrikse on what the next step should be for CEO Hendrikse the Village Board agreed that CEO Hendrikse should follow the correct process per Village Code which would be issuing a ticket for non- compliance.

Mr. Lightfoot commented that he felt that the LCR should have a residential nature.

Mike Novik from Silver Waters B&B commented that the Village of Sodus Point is on the Seaway Trail and the Board has to consider that when allowing large storage units.  
On another note. Mr. Novik is a business owner that has a difficult time pleasing his guests when the business across the road keep them up all night or wakes them from a sleep.  Officer Knutowicz assured him that he will keep an eye on the situation. 
Kathy Madison from 8405 Bay St. attended the Complete Streets meeting and wondered if the Village has heard any feedback from the meeting?  The Village is still awaiting the official report on the findings.

Ms. Madison also wondered about the kayak launch/access.  Trustee Lilla reported that we are also waiting for the Green Innovation Grant to be announced.

Ms. Madison also commented with concern about the boat cradle issue and how it relates to the variance application for a new building at Katlynn.(“no one should be above the law”)  She suggested that the Board look at the Master Plan. 

Todd DeWispelaere came with information from the Planning Board regarding the letter from Mike Novik, 8420 Bay St. regarding Chapter 190 Article IV; section 190-11 Density Control Schedule, Minimum Yard Dimensions.   This section references that in LCR and Waterfront Commercial the lot side yard setback is two feet. Mr. Novik believes a two foot setback is not safe. Village Board charge the Planning and Zoning Board with providing recommendations to the Village Board.
 The Planning Board made the following recommendations:
1. Emergency services, access, and management.  Access by fire, police, or EMT personnel is severely limited between buildings in a zone where the buildings are set two feet from the side lines.  The potential for significant problems is certainly realistic.  As an example, a fire could spread easily and quickly without access by fire personnel.

2. Building maintenance.  It is impossible, in practical situations, for a property owner to maintain a building set that close to their property line, without requiring some access to the neighboring property.  The best example would be the inability to set a ladder against a building that is only two feet from the owner’s property line and remain on your own property.

3. Conformity.  The change from two (2) feet to twelve and a half (12 1/2) feet brings the waterfront commercial and limited commercial/residential “setbacks” in conformity with the setbacks required for residential zones.  This provides uniformity to the code, and to the appearance of properties throughout the village.

This recommended change would not, obviously, affect current buildings or current pending applications for buildings, but is instead meant to address future concerns in development and building throughout the village.

Old Business: 
2014-4A Resolution
 The following resolution was offered by Trustee Lilla, seconded by Trustee Quinn adopting a budget for the fiscal year commencing June 1, 2014 and ending May 31, 2015, making appropriation for the conduct of Village of Sodus Point Government and establishing the rates of compensation of officer and employees for such period presented 

WHEREAS, this board has met April 10, 2014, at 6:00 PM in the Village Hall, 8356 Bay Street, Sodus Point, NY the time and place specified in the notice of public hearing on the preliminary budget and heard all persons desiring to be heard thereon; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, that the preliminary budget as amended and revised and as hereinafter set forth is hereby adopted and that the several amounts stated in the column titled "Adopted in Schedule A1, Schedule F1 and Schedule G1 be and they hereby are appropriated for the objects and purposes specified and the salaries and wages of such budget shall be and are hereby fixed at the amounts shown therein effective June 1, 2014

Resolution adopted with all voting aye.

New Business:
A. Mayor Tertinek read a letter from Mr. Breckenridge regarding a leak at his house at 8309 Lake St.  He expressed the possibility that someone used the water without permission after it had been winterized.  Trustee Kallusch questioned whether it may have been vandalism.  The board didn’t want to approve the relief of excessive water usage until they have a few questions answered.
MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Kennedy to table the request until next month.  Mr. Breckenridge is to pay the current balance in full to avoid it being relevied to the taxes and then after a decision is made the Clerk will make any adjustments to the Water & Sewer account.

Motion carried all voting aye.

B. Mayor Tertinek read an email from Ms Kitchen new owner of 7463 Irwin St. The house was removed/demolished and they are asking for the water and sewer fees to be waived.  The board discussed the situation and agreed that since there is currently no intention of rebuilding in the near future that the construction forgiveness could be revisited once a building permit was issued.  Another option would be to ask for a discontinuance in which the minimum fees would be eliminated.
MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Kennedy to advise the homeowners to inquire again once there is a plan to rebuild.
The current bill amount is still owed by April 30th to avoid being placed on the Tax bill.

Motion carried all voting aye.
C. Mayor Tertinek read a letter from Mr. Rodenberg in regards to the vacant land he purchased at 7575 Lakestones Dr.  Mr. Rodenberg states he didn’t realize there was a current water and sewer account for the property.

He is requesting for the village to dismiss any or all of the following charges:

$200 January through March water/sewer bill.

$228.80 water/sewer bill arrears and penalty.

$320 disconnect fee, as nothing is currently connected.

The Village board agreed that it’s the buyer’s responsibility to find out what kind of outstanding debt there is on a parcel before purchasing.

MOTION by Trustee Kennedy and seconded by Trustee Lilla to deny this request for dismissal of fees.

The Village Board suggests that the homeowner apply for a discontinuance of Water & Sewer to avoid the water and sewer fees in the future.

Resolutions for Village of Sodus Point, Engineering Planning Grant

Resolution for Authorization and appropriation of local match (20% local match)
Whereas, under the Engineering Planning Grant Program, the local match must be at least 20% of the total project cost,

Now, Therefore, Be It:

Resolved that the Village of Sodus Point authorizes and appropriates a minimum of 20% local match as required by the Engineering Planning Grant Program for the Village of Sodus Bay Wastewater Engineering Study project. Under the Engineering Planning Grant Program, this local match must be at least 20% of the total project cost. The maximum local share appropriated subject to any changes agreed to by the Mayor of the Village of Sodus Point shall not exceed $7,500, based upon 20% of total project costs, based upon a total estimated maximum project cost of $37,500. The Mayor of the Village of Sodus Point may increase this local match through the use of in kind services without further approval from the Village of Sodus Point.

Resolution adopted all voting aye.

E. The Wastewater department is still waiting on a quote from Emergency Power Systems for the Generator annual maintenance agreement. No action at this time.
F. The Village Board wanted to Thank Sally Hendrikse for her long time contribution to the Village as the Planning Board Secretary.  Her resignation on March 20th left the Secretary position open.
Scott Neal current Planning Board of Appeals Member is interested in holding the Secretary position along with the Member position.  Trustee Lilla was advised by Attorney Williams that he cannot find anything in the Law stating this is a conflict. Todd DeWispelaere, chairman of the Planning Board of Appeals supports Scott Neal.
MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Kennedy to approve to hire Scott Neal as Planning Board Secretary and keeping his Board of Appeals position.  The salary would be for the two positions.  Member $20.00 per mtg. and Secretary $35.00 per mtg.
Motion carried all voting aye.

G. MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Lilla to approve to hire Thomas Cooman as a Part time police officer at $15.00 per hour for the 2014 season.
Motion carried all voting aye.

H. The Bike US for MS group is traveling to Sodus Point again this year and asked permission to camp overnight on June 7th, 2014 at the Village Park by the Lighthouse.  They are expecting 28 people this year.
MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Quinn to give permission for the overnight stay to the Bike US for MS group.

Motion carried all voting aye.
I. Verizon Wireless is interested in leasing land from the Village of Sodus Point.  Mayor Tertinek would like to have Attorney Williams review the contract before making any decisions.
J. Mayor Tertinek was approached by the owners of Hots Point LLC regarding their application for beer and wine asking for a resolution in support of the license application.  Several questions were raised about the location of the business being close to the municipal parking lot and Willow Park.  After much discussion, the Village Board felt uncomfortable approving the resolution.  The Village Board felt that is the decision for the NY State Liquor Authority.

No action was made by The Village Board.

K. The LCR issue was addressed during the public comments by Todd DeWispelaere.
