
August 15, 2013: Village Board Meeting
Minutes of Regular Meeting Sodus Point Village Board

Mayor Tertinek called the regular meeting to order at 7:01 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Present: Mayor Tertinek, Police Officer Knutowicz, Trustee Lilla, Trustee Quinn, Attorney Williams, and Superintendent Hopkins, Trustee Kallusch 
Absent: CEO Hendrikse, Deputy Mayor Kennedy
MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Quinn to approve the minutes of the July 18, 2013 regular meeting.

Motion carried all voting aye.

Reports were given as follows:
Mayor Tertinek- CEO report and Water 
Trustee Quinn- Wastewater report and Fire Department report
Trustee Kallusch- Highway Department report.  
Trustee Lilla- Community Center report and Ambulance

Superintendent Hopkins- Superintendent’s report

Police Officer Knutowicz- Police report
Public Comments:
Carol Taylor and Claire Dittmar discussed their continued concern about the speeding on So. Shore Rd.  Officer Knutowicz said the police do sit up in that area but never do they catch anyone speeding.  The actual speed limit is 30 MPH which everyone agrees is too fast for that road but it’s not enforceable if someone is going 27MPH.  The board decided after much discussion to paint the road with diagonal stripes in an effort to slow people down.

Old Business: 
1.  Mayor Tertinek read a letter from CEO Hendrikse, Dock Inspector in regards to de-icers stating that” it is his position that they are dangerous, history has proven that, and de-regulating them would take any liability away from the Village”. He feels the 300’ from a public access point must be recognized, but other than that let another leg of government control them.  

Attorney Williams spoke to say that was contradicting because if you think they are a dangerous you wouldn’t want to de-regulate and have no way of controlling them.

Mayor Tertinek also pointed out that the Planning Board Chairman, Todd DeWispelaere met with him and reported that the Planning Board is split with their decision on de-icers.  No details were given for either side.

Trustee Quinn wondered if the Village could have them but enforce the public access areas and enforce the flashing lights to warn people of open water.   

The Village Board decided not to make any changes to the rules and regulations on de-icers.
2.  After last meetings discussion on drug and alcohol testing Mayor Tertinek contacted Catherine Willmott d/b/a Advanced Occupational Services.  She provided a contract for services which included Random testing, post-accident and reasonable suspicion testing and an administrative annual fee.
MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Lilla to approve the Service contract with Advanced Occupational Services starting September 1, 2013.
Motion carried all voting aye.

3.  The board received a letter from Gary Grey, owner of Hot’s Point, Grieg Street in regards to the water overage.  After meeting with Mayor Tertinek, Mark Jones and Trustee Kennedy to discuss the situation Mr. Grey offered in his letter to make a payment of $450.00 vs. the $890.49 that was billed.

MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to accept the payment of $450.00 based on the assumption that the water did not pass through the sewer lines.
Motion carried all voting aye.  
New Business:
1. Mark Jones received a quote for a Wet Tank Inspection $1200 each tank and Cathodic Protection System Test $400 each tank from Statewide AquaStore Inc.  This is a necessity in the proper maintenance and up keep of the water tanks.

MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to approve the work to be done by Statewide AquaStore Inc.

Motion carried all voting aye.

2. MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Quinn to approve the purchase of a new 84” angle broom sweeper from Bobcat in the amount of $4058.24.

Motion carried all voting aye.

3. Mayor Tertinek read the quote from Don and Jon Lawn and Tree Service LLC for tree removal on Wickham, Fifth and Sixth Streets.  This was the only quote received by the Village.
MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to accept the proposal of $3950 for the removal of three(3) trees with a stipulation that the work is to be done by Sept.1, 2013.

Motion carried all voting aye.

4. Mayor Tertinek informed the Trustees that there is a Lakewide Action and Management Plan meeting on Aug. 22, 2013.  

5. MRB contacted and met with Trustee Quinn, Trustee Lilla, Mayor Tertinek, Dave Bissell and Jeff Cook about a grant that is available regarding the wastewater treatment plant facility planning.  The Village agreed to have MRB prepare and submit an application to the NYS CFA for the planning grant.  The application was submitted on Aug.12, 2013.

6. The residential garbage is still an issue on the numbered streets therefore the highway department is going to have to place a sign on all the trash cans specifically stating “NO RESIDENTIAL GARBAGE”.

7.  The water and sewer charges for discontinuances are currently $320.00 to disconnect and then $320.00 to re-connect with no limitations on timeframes for the re-connect.  Mark Jones requested that the Village Board set a timeline where if the homeowner hasn’t re-connected they then have to pay the new line fees.  The construction waiver is one (1) year.  Trustee Kallusch suggested that a one (1) year time limit be placed on the re-connect fees. 

MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Quinn to approve the change to the water and sewer fees schedule to now have a 1year limit to re-connect at the re-connect fee.  After a year new line fees will apply.

Motion carried all voting aye.

8. Trustee Lilla has an offer from Lindsey Gerstenslager, Wayne Co. Soil and Water Conservation to partner on a small green infrastructure project at the end of South Ontario Street.  `The Village has to agree to use village equipment and manpower for a minor excavation and restoration of the bank around the drainage pipes that will improve filtration.  SWCD will also match 50/50 grant monies for hydroseeding with the cost being around $125.00 for the village.
MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Quinn to write an acceptance and approval letter to Wayne Co. Soil and Water Conservation District in which the SWCD will provide a $1500 grant to be applied to the cost of the project for implementation of best management stormwater practices including vegetative filtration and a rain garden.
Motion carried all voting aye.
