
February 19, 2015: Village Board Meeting
Minutes of Regular Meeting Sodus Point Village Board

Mayor Tertinek called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Present: Mayor Tertinek , Deputy Mayor Kennedy, Officer Knutowicz, Superintendent Hopkins, Trustee Kallusch,  Attorney Williams and Trustee Eckberg
Public: Approx. 6
Absent: CEO Hendrikse, Trustee Quinn
MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Eckberg to approve the minutes of the January 15, 2015 regular meeting.

Motion carried all voting aye.

Reports were given as follows:
Mayor Tertinek – Building Inspector and Wastewater Report
Deputy Mayor Kennedy – Water and Highway Report
Mark Jones received a quote from Livecchi Electric Corp. to install a backup power system to the Central Ave. pump station.  The estimate was $6050.00

MOTION by Trustee Kennedy and seconded by Trustee Eckberg to approve after receiving another quote for comparison up to $6100 for the work to be done.
Motion carried all voting aye.

*Trustee Kennedy discussed the water loss in the Village limits.  Trustee Kennedy has come up with 6 stages for the Water Dept. to complete in an effort to reduce the amount of water loss.

*Henry Martin is the backup employee for the Water Dept.  He will be attending training April 27-30th to receive his C license.  The amount of the class is $525.00.

Public Comments:
Martha Lightfoot from Bay St. wanted to let the Village Board know that she is working with Joe O’Toole, Sodus Bay Lighthouse museum director and Cynthia Howk, Landmark Society and a committee of about 10 people to establish a Preservation District in the Village of Sodus Point.  First on the agenda are plaques on the 4 corners entering into Sodus Point. 

Mike Novik, Silver Waters B&B asked the Board if they ever advertised for the Village of Sodus Point.  The comment was made that advertisement is not in the budget.  Trustee Eckberg felt that was the responsibility of the Chamber of Commerce or a Business Association.

Maxine Appleby from So Ontario St. first wanted to let Office Knutowicz know that he will be missed.
2nd*Ms. Appleby also added her support and encouraged the Board to plow the sidewalks around the Village. This would make it easier and safer for active residents to walk with dogs.

3rd*Ms. Appleby requested that all records pertaining to the Village of Sodus Point be housed in the Village of Sodus Point Village Hall.  It becomes difficult for the records clerk to research or provide access to certain items when they are not in the Village Hall. 
4th*Ms. Appleby suggested that the Village Board members attend training seminars similar to the Planning and Zoning Board training.  Maxine feels it would help the board become more aware of all the processes in the Village.
 Old Business: 
A. MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Quinn to increase all of the MedEx fees charged by services provided by Silver Waters Ambulance by $25 for each service with the exception of the Treat and Release surcharge which will remain at no charge.
Additionally increasing the mileage up by $2.00 bring it up to $20 per mile.

Motion carried all voting aye.

B. MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Eckberg to approve the 3yr LUCAS service contract with Physio Control Inc. for on-site comprehensive coverage in the amount of $4278.00
Motion carried all voting aye.
New Business:
A. MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Kennedy to approve the 2015 Williamson Law Book Water/Sewer software support contract in the amount of $847.00 giving Mayor Tertinek authorization to sign the new agreement.
Motion carried all voting aye.
B. The Village of Sodus Point received a letter of resignation effective May 21st, 2015 from Officer in Charge Stanley Knutowicz.

C. Resolution to Establish a Capital Fund H1for the monies awarded from an Engineering       Planning Grant 

Whereas, a Clean Water State Revolving Fund Engineering Planning Grant Program was awarded to the Village of Sodus Point, and 

Whereas, the amount of the contract is $30,000 with a 20% local match, and

Whereas, the Capital Fund H1 will be used to process all transactions pertaining to the Engineering Planning Grant (EPG)

It is hereby resolved that the Village of Sodus Point Board of Trustees establish Capital Fund H1.

Resolution adopted all voting aye.
D. Mr. Cuvelier from Wickham Blvd requested consideration of the Villages policy for water leaks.  Mr. Cuvelier had a pipe break and used 160,000 gallons of water.
MOTION by Trustee Kennedy and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to approve an adjustment to the account under the Water Bill Relief in Extreme Circumstances.

Motion carried all voting aye.

E. Mayor Tertinek distributed a copy of a job description for the Planning Board and Zoning Board of Appeals for the Village Board to look over and be ready for discussion at the next board meeting.

MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Eckberg to approve payment of claims 2-1 through 2-46 for a total of $60,446.22; General/Highway $45,904.35; Water $4,076.78; Wastewater $10,465.09;
Engineering Planning Grant invoice payment approval for $7,500.00 and $10,500.00 to Elliott Engineering.
Motion carried, all voting aye.
Other Business: 
**Budget session dates will be Thursday March 12th and Wednesday March 18th, 2015 both at 4PM
**Verizon wireless and the Village of Sodus Point were unable at this time to come to an agreement on the location for the cell tower.

Mr. Relyea attended the meeting to address the Village Board and ask for a seasonal forgiveness for a deicer at his 8285 So. Shore Rd. residence.  Mr Relyea was asked by CEO Hendrikse to remove his deicer again this year for noncompliance with Village Code.  The Village Board agreed that no exceptions should be made to allow a deicer under the 300ft. from the public access.  The Board apologized but the Village Code stands.

MOTION by Trustee Eckberg and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to adjourn the regular Board meeting at 8:05PM.
