
February 20, 2014: Village Board Meeting
Minutes of Regular Meeting Sodus Point Village Board

Mayor Tertinek called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Present: Mayor Tertinek, Deputy Mayor Kennedy, Attorney Williams, Trustee Kallusch, Superintendent Hopkins, Trustee Lilla and CEO Hendrikse
Absent: Trustee Quinn
MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Lilla to approve the minutes of the January 16th, 2014 regular meeting.

Motion carried all voting aye.

Public Comments:
Maxine Appleby discussed the possibility of the Village of Sodus Point receiving a complete streets analysis provided by the NYS DOT under the NYS Complete Streets grant.  Trustee Lilla supported the idea adding that it makes the Village more competitive when asking for grant monies.  The ideas also work along with the Village of Sodus Points Downtown Vision Plan.  The workshop portion has to be completed by March 31, 2014 but would be at no cost to the Village.  Ms.Appleby and Trustee Lilla agreed that the Sodus Point Planning Board should take the lead and be the group to meet with Sandy Bastedo.
Ms Appleby also wanted to bring up the huge amount of Facebook chatter about the Highway Dept. 

She said there were about 50 posts thanking Angus Hopkins and crew for all their hard work keeping the village roads safe.  Lots of Thankful residents!

Superintendent Hopkins said that it is really Mike Perce Highway Foreman that does a great job.

New Business:
A. MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Kennedy to set the date of March 20th, 2014 at 7pm for a Public Hearing to discuss the Property Tax Cap override.
Motion carried all voting aye.

B. MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Kennedy to accept the garage door with opener bid of $300 from David Brandt.
Motion carried all voting aye.
C. MOTION by Trustee Kennedy and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to make the following changes to the Water Billing Procedure Resolution approved March 20, 2008 to now read

Whereas, there are instances of residential building demolition whereby the parcel may remain vacant for some period of time prior to reconstruction, 

And,

Whereas the parcel owner clearly documents with the Village intent to rebuild at some future time, and

Whereas, that time is within 6months,
It is resolved that no disconnect fee will be assessed and no water or sewer rents assessed for up to 6 months from the time the Building permit is issued and the Village Clerk notified of the vacancy.  Rents will be prorated for those billing quarters not coinciding with the vacancy date.  After 6 months have expired, either a disconnect fee will be charged or normal water rents will be reinstituted. 
Motion carried all voting aye.
D. The Village of Sodus Point has a Workplace Violence Policy & Procedure which was approved on March 21, 2013. 

MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to reaffirm the Policy & Procedure making no changes to the policy.

All employees are to read through the policy and sign that they have read it.
Motion carried all voting aye.

E. The Village Board decided after the last meeting to request for an additional quote for the Wastewater Engineering Study Grant.  The Board received a quote from Elliott Engineering Solutions in the amount of $30,000 which included the 10 percent participation for both MBE and WBE.  The Village would be obligated to pay 20 percent of the grant.

Mr. Davis spoke on behalf of MRB Group and the quote they submitted.  Mr. Davis responded that he was unaware the Village was going to get another quote and he wanted to remind the Board that MRB has a history with the Village and they are very qualified for this type of study.  Mr. Davis didn’t realize that money was an issue with the quote.  
MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Kennedy to approve and accept the quote from Elliott Engineering Solutions (EES) for Engineering Services being performed on a lump sum basis for $30,000.
Motion carried all voting aye.

F. Trustee Kallusch gave an overview on the Ambulance collection rate totals for 2012 and 2013 provided by MedEx Billing.  
The year 2012 provided $89,245.15 in revenue of the $105,666.98 amount billed out for the Village of Sodus Point Ambulance.  

The year 2013 provided $35,686.49 in revenue of the $86,511.62 amount billed out for the Village of Sodus Point Ambulance.

G. Mayor Tertinek gave an overview on the Village financial reports.  The books are closed through January which is the 8th month of the Fiscal year.  There were no real deficits to report.  The budget looks like it is right on track.
