
January 16, 2014: Village Board Meeting
Minutes of Regular Meeting Sodus Point Village Board

Mayor Tertinek called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Present: Mayor Tertinek, Trustee Quinn, Attorney Williams, Trustee Kallusch, Superintendent Hopkins, Trustee Lilla and CEO Hendrikse
Absent: Deputy Mayor Kennedy
MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to approve the minutes of the December 19, 2013 regular meeting.

Motion carried all voting aye.

Reports were given as follows:

Deputy Mayor Kennedy – NA
Trustee Quinn- Wastewater report and Fire Department report
Trustee Quinn provided the Board with a Proposed Policy for Requests for Fire Helmets.    

MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Quinn to approve the written policy regarding Fire Helmets.

CEO Hendrikse – Building report
CEO Hendrikse discussed the flooding situation at 7058 Bayview Drive which was never an issue until the house was built at 7061 Bayview Drive.  CEO Hendrikse has notified the owners of the new home of this issue and that they would be responsible to take care of any drainage etc that will be needed to correct the issue.
Mayor Tertinek also asked CEO Hendrikse about the tree and yard debris at the vacant house on 8335 Bay St.
CEO Hendrikse stated that he has asked them to remove the tree and will give them a last warning in writing with a timeframe so that the Highway Dept. can go in and do the work and then charge it back to the owner.
Police Officer Knutowicz- Officer Knutowicz had no calls to report but he did want to discuss the possibility of posting for 2 more part-time positions for the summer season.  The department would then have a 4 person department.  The Board agreed to place the ad in February.
Trustee Quinn and Trustee Kallusch wanted to give Mike Perce and Mark Jones a Special Thank You for helping plow the roads for the Ambulance call on Sill Shore Rd.

Old Business: 
Mayor Tertinek notified the Board the 2013 Consolidated Funding Application for the Sodus Point Climate Adaptation and Coastal Resiliency Plan was not selected.  Therefore, Ora Rothfuss will be looking into other opportunities for the Village.
New Business:
A. MRB Group submitted a grant application for the Wastewater Engineering Study project.  The Village of Sodus Point was selected to receive the $30,000 for the Engineering Grant through the New York Clean Water State Revolving Fund (CWSRF) program with a 20 percent minimum match of the total project cost. 
Greg Hotaling, MRB Group discussed the proposal for professional services quote and the reasons for the additional Field Survey and Hazardous Materials Survey.  Trustee Quinn questions the increase in price for the work depending on whether or not the grant was received.  Trustee Lilla questioned the need for the additional surveys increasing the total by $14,000?  Mr. Hotaling advised that the surveys would be required if there was any work or action made from the study.  The Board felt it was a premature expense for actions that may not be affordable.

The entire Board asked Greg Hotaling to revisit the proposal and come up with a more reasonable quote.  
The Village Board is in agreement to approve and accept the Grant Funds.

MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to approve the following resolution 

2014-1B Authorization and Appropriation of Local Match (20%) 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT: 
RESOLVED that the Village of Sodus Point authorizes and appropriates a minimum of 20% local match as required by the Engineering Planning Grant Program for the Wastewater Engineering Study project. Under the Engineering Planning Grant Program, this local match must be at least 20% of the total project cost. The maximum local share appropriated subject to any changes agreed to by the Mayor shall not exceed $(Dollar amount – based upon __% of total project costs) based upon a total estimated maximum project cost of $(estimated total maximum project cost including any potential increases). The Mayor may increase this local match through the use of in kind services without further approval from the Sodus Point Village Board.
The amount will be provided after receiving the Engineering quotes.

MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and Trustee Quinn to approve the following resolution 
2014-1C 
SEQR Type II Determination Resolution 
Whereas, 6 NYCRR Section 617.5 (Title 6 of the New York Code of Rules and Regulations) under the State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQR) provides that certain actions identified in subdivision (c) of that section are not subject to environmental review under the Environmental Conservation Law; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT: 
RESOLVED that the Village of Sodus Point hereby determines that the proposed Wastewater Engineering Study is a Type II action in accordance with 6 NYCRR Section 617.5(c) (18) which constitutes information collection including basic data collection and research, water quality and pollution studies, traffic counts, engineering studies, surveys, subsurface investigations and soils studies that do not commit the agency to undertake, fund or approve any Type I or Unlisted action; and 6 NYCRR Section 617.5 (c) (21) which constitutes conducting concurrent environmental, engineering, economic, feasibility and other studies and preliminary planning and budgetary processes necessary to the formulation of a proposal for action, provided those activities do not commit the agency to commence, engage in or approve such action and is therefore not subject to review under 6 NYCRR Part 617.

Resolution adopted all voting aye.
B. The Village Board received a letter from Mrs. Rosato, the owner of the apartments at 8440 Bay St.  She and her husband are in the process of renovating the building from an 11 unit year round rental to a 6 unit seasonal rental building.  During the construction period they are asking to be forgiven the water and sewer fees as they will have no tenants or water usage during this time.  
After much discussion as how to handle this unique situation the board agreed to allow the 1 year construction waiver.

MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Quinn to approve the 1 year construction forgiveness on 4 units at 8440 Bay St. starting from Oct. 24, 2013 which is the day CEO Hendrikse issue the building permit.  This will result in an adjustment for the current billing due by January 31, 2014. 
Motion carried all voting aye.

C. The Village Board received a letter from Mr. Baumhauer in regards to the units charged at 8500 Gardenier Lane.  Mr. Baumhauer is requesting to have his units reduced from 2 units down to 1unit.
MOTION by Trustee Lilla and Trustee Quinn to deny the request. The units will remain at the 2 units.

Motion carried all voting aye.

D. The Village Board received another letter from Mr.York asking for forgiveness on the water leak associated with the property 7106 Route 14.  He stated he acted on the water leak as soon as he was aware of the issue.

MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Lilla to make the changes to the water and sewer bill under the relief in extreme circumstances policy.

Motion carried all voting aye.

E. MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Quinn to approve the appointment of Angus Hopkins as Superintendent of Public works for a term of 2years.

Motion carried all voting aye.

F. MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to agree to the Williamson Law Annual Software Support Contract for a 1 year term starting Feb,1 2014 in the amount of $847.00
