
July 18, 2013: Village Board Meeting
Minutes of Regular Meeting Sodus Point Village Board

Mayor Tertinek called the regular meeting to order at 7:01 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Present: Mayor Tertinek, Police Officer Knutowicz, Trustee Lilla, Trustee Quinn, Attorney Williams, and Superintendent Hopkins, Deputy Mayor Kennedy, Trustee Kallusch (left at 8:05 for an ambulance call)

Absent: CEO Hendrikse
MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Quinn to approve the minutes of the June 20, 2013 regular meeting.

Motion carried all voting aye.

MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kennedy to approve the minutes of the July 9, 2013 Special Meeting.

Motion carried all voting aye.

Reports were given as follows:
Mayor Tertinek- CEO report
Trustee Quinn- Wastewater report and Fire Department report
Trustee Kallusch- Highway Department report.  Michael Perce reported that the trash cans located at the beach-end of the numbered streets are again being used for household garbage.  The Board discussed making some sort of label for the trash cans.  Trustee Kallusch recommended a sign that stated “No Residential Garbage.”  Officer Knutowicz has been made aware of one offender that was caught on camera and will be going to their house to let them know that using the Village garbage cans for their own personal, residential garbage is prohibited.  Mr. Perce also noted on his Highway Department report that the fuel report has been off for a few consecutive months for both diesel and unleaded.  This means that someone is not logging in the fuel when they are filling their vehicles or equipment.  The Trustees agreed to remind their departments of the proper procedure and Officer Knutowicz will remind his officers.

Public Comments:
Gary Grey, owner of Hot’s Point, Grieg Street, wanted to set up a meeting with Trustee Kennedy (as Water Commissioner), Mayor Tertinek, and Mark Jones (Water Superintendent) to discuss an elevated water bill they received for the second quarter.  Trustee Kennedy agreed to set up a time that works for each person involved and will contact Mr. Grey.  They agreed to have the meeting as soon as possible because the bill is due on July 31st. 
Old Business: 
1.  Dock bubblers still need to be discussed before winter, but Trustee Quinn pointed out that we cannot discuss this issue without the Dock Inspector present.  Mayor Tertinek also pointed out that the Planning Board Chairman, Todd DeWispelaere, is going to be asked to attend the next meeting to discuss the use of dock bubblers from a Planning Board perspective.  The Board agreed to table this item until the August Board meeting.
2. Mayor Tertinek wanted to bring it to the Board’s attention that the Village pays for the health insurance for each of the seven employees within the Wastewater, Water, Public Works, and Highway Departments.  Despite the fact that it is not mandatory, the insurance will cover the cost of an annual physical.  Trustee Kennedy stated that the Town of Sodus requires their employees to receive regular hearing tests.  The test is performed by Wayne County.  Drug testing is another requirement for the Town of Sodus employees.  Attorney Williams stated that it is a New York State law that all employees must be subject to drug testing if they have a Commercial Driver’s License.  Mayor Tertinek is going to ask Sodus Town Supervisor, Steve Leroy for contact information and procedural information for both drug and hearing tests so the Village can begin testing our employees also. 
3. At last month’s Board meeting, Don and Jon’s Tree Service was awarded the bid for the removal of 4 trees. The trees have not yet been taken down.  Angus called Don and Jon’s and was told it would be three weeks (from 6/21/13).  It has now been four weeks and they have not completed the work.  Mayor Tertinek is going to contact the company to see if they can come as soon as possible.  Superintendent Hopkins asked that in the future, the Village be sure there is a timeframe established for each contract.  
New Business:
1. The Village received two separate requests regarding water and sewer billing.  Jeff Shelters and Connie Knapp wrote a letter requesting a credit on their water and sewer account for their cottage at 8284 Wickham Blvd.  They stated that they have been without water and plumbing since August 2012.  They were just approved to begin construction so, they may be eligible for water and sewer forgiveness going forward, but they would not be granted a credit because it was only now brought to the Village’s attention that they were unable to use their services and it would be impossible to confirm the date when their plumbing was removed.  The other request was from William and Karen Kedley, 8337 South Shore Road.  They recently purchased this cottage and have discontinued all utility services so they can begin construction.  They are requesting the Board grant them water and sewer forgiveness during construction, up to one year.  Billing will begin as soon as services are restored.
MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Kennedy to approve the discontinuance of water and sewer billing for 8337 South Shore for up to one year or until construction is complete, whichever comes first.  Motion carried all voting aye.

2. Ora Rothfuss and Mary Penny, from Wayne County Planning Department, reported that the NOAA and the NYSERTA grants are moving along and things look favorable for the Village.  Mr. Rothfuss is seeking permission from the Board to complete the Consolidated Funding Application on behalf of the Village of Sodus Point.  This allows the Village to be considered for a wider range of grants and not limited to grants under the LWRP program only.  Trustee Lilla agreed to write a letter to the Editor of the Sun and Record detailing the Consolidated Funding Application and how it pertains to the Village of Sodus Point.
MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to adopt the following Resolution 2013-7A;

Whereas, NY Sea Grant submitted a 2013 NOAA Sea Grant Community Climate Adaptation Initiative grant to assist the Village in modifying the Local Waterfront Revitalization Plan (LWRP); and 

Whereas, Motion 2013-4A authorized Wayne County Planning Department to prepare and submit on behalf of Sodus Point a 2013 CFA grant proposal to the New York State LWRP program; and 
Whereas, this LWRP modification project is also eligible for other CFA funding programs including the Cleaner Greener Communities (CGC), Phase II Implementation Grants, Category 2: Comprehensive Planning; now therefore be it 
RESOLVED, that the Wayne County Planning Department is authorized to submit an application for funding on behalf of the Village to the LWRP and CGC programs; and be it further 
RESOLVED, that the Village of Sodus Point will comply with the requirements of Article 15-A of the New York State Executive Law: Participation By Minority Group Members and Women With Respect To State Contracts by providing opportunities for Minority-owned Business Enterprise (MBE)/Woman-owned Business Enterprise (WBE) participation; and the Village will maintain such records and take such actions necessary to demonstrate such compliance throughout the completion of the project.
Motion carried all voting aye.

3. MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Kennedy to approve the renewal of the Williamson Law Book Accounting Software Support contract.  Motion carried all voting aye.

4. Mayor Tertinek had received a request to erect a duck crossing sign on Wickham Blvd. at the end of Third Street where the ducks frequently cross the road.  Trustee Quinn pointed out that there are many goose, duck and turtle crossings located throughout the Village and it would be impossible to post signs at each one.  The other members agreed that it was not necessary and no action was taken on this matter.

5. Mayor Tertinek read a letter from Ann Hayslip requesting permission for the Garden Club to install pavers under two park benches located on the North side of Bay Street across from the Methodist Church.  The benches are now over gravel.  The Garden Club will pay 100% of the cost of the project and is currently taking bids.  The Board agreed that this is a good idea and permission was granted to the Garden Club to proceed with their project.  
6. Mayor Tertinek has attended two informational meetings regarding the International Joint Commission’s proposed Plan 2014. The information presented in favor of the Plan 2014 continues to be misleading and inaccurate.  The plan would be devastating for the Village of Sodus Point.   
MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Kennedy to adopt the following Resolution 2013-6B;

WHEREAS, the International Joint Commission (IJC) has announced consideration of a new order of 
approval to replace the current order of approval controlling the water levels of Lake Ontario and 
the St. Lawrence River; and

WHEREAS, the stated purpose of the new order of approval, known as Plan 2014, is to reverse 
environmental damage caused by the current regulation plan, particularly with regard to the 
restoration of 65,000 acres of shoreline meadow marsh; and

WHEREAS, Plan 2014 will increase the current range of water levels significantly beyond what 
private and public riparian property owners relied upon for the last 50 years; and

WHEREAS, projected lake levels under the proposed plan will result in increased duration and 
frequency of high and low water, significantly increasing the potential for damages to Lake Ontario 
properties (conservatively estimated at over $2.2 million per year) and negatively impacting sport fishing 
and recreational boating economics across the entire region (estimated at over $30 million per year); and 

WHEREAS, Sodus Point is the home of some of the best sport fishing, pleasure sailing and power-boating 
in the world, and

WHEREAS, modifying the current range of operation by Plan 2014 will hinder boating access 
and when combined with the protracted absence of federal funding for maintenance dredging of 
our federal shallow draft harbors, will cause significant and measurable negative financial impacts 
to Sodus Point’s economy; 

WHEREAS, fifty seven percent of the total assessed value of the Village of Sodus Point resides 
in parcels located along the Lake Ontario and Sodus Bay shoreline, which if damaged from repeated 
flooding and/or increased erosion would result in reduced tax revenues and a transfer of financial 
responsibility resulting in higher taxes to inland property owners; and 

WHEREAS, the main municipal sewer lift station is at an elevation of 248 feet above sea level; and 

WHEREAS, should high water and wave action cause the pump station to become inoperable, 90 percent 
of the Village of Sodus Point will lose municipal sewage treatment service rendering the Village 
uninhabitable; now, therefore, be it 

WHEREAS, the trigger levels from mid- April through mid-August are above Sodus Point flood level.

RESOLVED, the Sodus Point Village Board publicly opposes the Plan 2014; and be it further

RESOLVED, that the IJC immediately enact a moratorium on the development of any future 
proposals to modify the range of water levels on Lake Ontario; and be it further 

RESOLVED, that certified copies of this resolution be forwarded to the International Joint 
Commission, Governor Andrew M. Cuomo, Joe Martens, Commissioner New York State 
Department of Environmental Conservation, the New York State Environmental Facilities Corporation, 
U.S. Senator Charles E. Schumer, U.S. Senator Kirsten E. Gillibrand, U.S. Congresswoman 
Louise Slaughter, Congressman Dan Maffei, Senate Environmental Conservation Committee, 
Assembly Environmental Conservation Committee, U.S. EPA Region II Administrator 
Judith Enck, State Senator Nozzolio, Assemblyman Robert Oaks, and all others deemed necessary and proper.

Motion carried all voting aye.
