Minutes of Regular Meeting Sodus Point Village Board

Mayor Tertinek called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Eckberg to approve the minutes of the May 21, 2015 regular meeting.

Motion carried all voting aye.

MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Eckberg to approve the minutes of the May 29, 2015 end of year meeting.

Public Comments:
Michele Beenhouwer addressed the Board about the relevy fee and penalties for her outstanding water and sewer bill.   Clerk Durham had written her a letter regarding the postmark date of April 28th and the received date of May 15th in which under the circumstances a credit of the $50 relevy fee would be placed on her next water and sewer bill.  It was clear by the reaction of a phone call, remarks on Facebook, a letter and visit to the Board meeting that Ms Beenhouwer did not read the letter to the end.  

Clerk Durham left it up to the Board to make the decision whether or not to continue with the $50 credit and suggested that Ms. Beenhouwer write a letter to the US Postal service regarding her disappointment.

MOTION by Trustee Eckberg and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to move that the credit of the $50 relevy fee be placed on the Beenhouwers water and sewer account.

Motion carried all voting aye.

Brian Beenhouwer, President of White Birch Assoc. discussed the water run off that comes from across the road and ends up flooding areas of White Birch campground and the pool area.  He was hoping that the Village would be able to help him resolve this issue.  Trustee Kennedy advised that is a County maintained road and offered that our Highway department contact Wayne County Highway to look for their help in correcting this issue. 
Al Fagan lives at 8550 Gardenier Lane and wanted to address the Village Board with his traffic control concerns.  Clover Street is a 2-way street that dead ends into Gardenier on the west side and Wolcott Street is a 1-way street that dead ends into Gardenier on the east side.  The public although uses Gardenier Lane as a main through road to which it is not.  Gardenier is a private drive.  Mr. Fagan would like to find a way to reduce the through traffic and has asked the board members to do some brainstorming on how this might be accomplished.  

Some suggestions were to:

Put up dead end signs/Local traffic only signs
Make Wolcott Street a 2-way street.

Mayor Tertinek and Deputy Mayor Kennedy also suggested that we contact the Wayne County Engineer to get any suggestions they may have on options for the best traffic flow.

 Old Business: 
A. Trustee Eckberg received a quote from All County to do the repair/up keep on the basketball court area.  The original quote came in at $18,500 for all the prep work, materials and equipment to haul.  This quote includes extending the pavement a couple of feet extending the court under the basketball rims.  Deputy Mayor Kennedy recommended that we use the Town of Sodus truck to haul the materials and Village employees to do the prep work to cut down on costs.  This would then bring the total quote down to $14,500.  Mr. Morales had offered to hold a fund raiser to help with the costs and he also offered to add some of his own money.  The Trustees discussed whether or not to set an amount to be raised and is there money in the budget for this project.  

MOTION by Trustee Eckberg and seconded by Trustee Kennedy to go forward with the project including sealing the whole parking lot.  The Village will ask that Paul Morales and the basketball group contribute $2,000 toward the project.  
Motion carried all voting aye.

B. Mayor Tertinek highlighted the changes made to the Union Contract originally approve at the Year End meeting.  The Union Contract will be a 5yr contract from June 1, 2015 through May 31, 2020.
New Business:
A. MOTION by Trustee Eckberg and seconded by Trustee Kennedy to approve the Contract for Staffing Services with E.M.S Staffing starting June 1, 2015 through May 31, 2016.  The cost of the services for Staffing shall be $40,507.12 annual or $3,375.59 monthly for Monday-Friday 8am-4pm and Saturday and Sunday 10am-6pm.
