
June 19, 2014: Village Board Meeting
Minutes of Regular Meeting Sodus Point Village Board

Mayor Tertinek called the regular meeting to order at 7:05 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Present: Mayor Tertinek, Trustee Kallusch, Trustee Lilla, CEO Hendrikse, Officer Knutowicz, Attorney Williams and Trustee Quinn, Deputy Mayor Kennedy, Superintendent Hopkins

Absent: NA

MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to approve the minutes of the May 15th, 2014 regular meeting.

Motion carried all voting aye.

MOTION by Trustee Kennedy and seconded by Trustee Quinn to approve the minutes of the May 30th, 2014 year end meeting.

Motion carried all voting aye

Reports were given as follows:

Deputy Mayor Kennedy – Skate Board Park and Water report
The water department has scheduled to do hydrant flushing on July 14&15, 2014.

Trustee Quinn- Fire Dept. report
Trustee Kallusch- Buildings and Highway report

The Village Board decided during budget prep time to replace several windows in the upstairs front half of the Village Hall.  Trustee Kallusch received an estimate to replace 7 windows.

MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Lilla to approve the estimate of $2,484.96 from General Maintenance Assistance to replace 7 windows in the upstairs of the Village Hall.

Motion carried all voting aye. 

MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Lilla to have an electrical inspection done on the Village Hall.
Motion carried all voting aye.

Thomas Lightfoot from Bay St. started out by giving Attorney Williams and CEO Hendrikse a Thank you for taking in his complaints and taking care of the issue.  Mr. Lightfoot also wanted to review the site plan for the new building proposal prior to the Public Hearing on July 7th.  
The information will be available for public review in the Village Hall during business hours.

Denise Washburn from Featherly Drive asked the Village Board again to entertain the idea of making Lake Rd wider for bicyclist to have a safe lane while traveling to and from Sodus Point on Lake Rd.

She also commented on the issue with the kids loitering around the Village Hall.  She suggested that we post a list of rules to enforce and guidelines of what we expect from anyone wishing to use the public basketball court.
Maxine Appleby from So. Ontario St. asked for permission from the board to clean up the area entering the bay at the end of So. Ontario St.   The Board agreed that it was a good idea and supported Ms. Appleby.  They offered that the Village crew would be available to haul away anything too large. 

Ms. Appleby also wondered if the Board had a chance to read over the Complete Streets report.  Not all the Board members have had a chance to read it over.  The Board will revisit the Complete Streets at the July meeting.

Ms. Appleby reported that the Intermunicipal Committee supports the project at the end of So. Ontario St.
Old Business: 
A. The Village Board was awaiting an estimate from Emergency Power Systems for generator maintenance.   The Village was in contact with them several times and has yet to receive a quote.  Therefore, the Village Board decided to go with Colacino Industries.

MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Quinn to approve the 2014 Generator Service Contract for $2995.00

Motion carried all voting aye   
New Business:
A. MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Kennedy to approve and accept the renewal contract from K&D Disposal Inc. for 1 6yrd and 1 10 yrd dumpster with a weekly pickup.  The price will remain the same at $245.00 per/mo. and the contract will start 7/1/14 and end 7/1/16.
Motion carried all voting aye.

B. Mayor Tertinek discussed the proposals for paving Lake Rd.  

Highway Rehab Corp. Lake Rd. 5055’L x 21’ W Approximate Project Cost $50,600.55. Plus $14,000 for sealing not included in the quote.
Suit-Kote Lake Rd. 5072’L x 22’ Approximate Project Cost $108,905.00
Ms. Washburn asked the Village Board to please consider a bike/walking path at this time.
After much discussion the regarding widening the road and pricing the Village Board decided to have Trustee Kennedy ask the Town Highway and get pricing on grading a path on the South side of Lake Rd.  Trustee Kallusch suggested that Sodus Point ask Highway Rehab to quote out all of the streets needing to be done to see if we could get a better price since they would already be in the Village working.  

C. Mayor Tertinek received a request from Tom Frank that the Village pay an invoice Captain Jacks received to have the sewer lines unplugged.  The question is would that be the Villages responsibility or the Village.
It was a unanimous decision of the board it is the cost of doing business.  It would be Mr. Frank’s responsibility.
