
June 20, 2013: Village Board Meeting
Minutes of Regular Meeting Sodus Point Village Board

Mayor Tertinek called the regular meeting to order at 7:01 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Present: Mayor Tertinek, Police Officer Knutowicz, Trustee Lilla, Trustee Quinn, Attorney Williams, and Superintendent Hopkins
Absent: Deputy Mayor Kennedy, CEO Hendrikse, Trustee Kallusch (left early for a fire call)
MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to approve the minutes of the May 16, 2013 regular meeting.

Motion carried all voting aye.

MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to approve the minutes of the May 31, 2013 year-end meeting.

Motion carried all voting aye.

Reports were given as follows:
Mayor Tertinek- Water Department report and the CEO report
Trustee Quinn- Wastewater report and Fire Department report
MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Lilla to approve the testing of approximately 6,650 feet of hose at a price of $.22 per foot.  The testing will be done by First Due Services, LLC.

Motion carried all voting aye.

The Fire Department is requesting that the Village pay $2,200.00 to build a shed to store their chicken barbeque equipment.  Because the intended use is to store equipment to be used for fund raising purposes, Trustee Quinn felt that this should not be paid for by the Village.
MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to not fund the construction of the shed using Village funds.  Motion carried all voting aye.

Trustee Kallusch- Highway Department report

Trustee Lilla- Community Center report and Ambulance

Trustee Kallusch interjected during the Ambulance report that he has received many quotes for multiple jobs that needs to be done on the new bay/Fire Hall for the Ambulance.  He explained that the door to the bay will need to be widened from ten feet to eleven feet.  They will then need a new door for the bay and a replacement door for the East side of the Fire Hall.  They also need a heater.
Trustee Kallusch received three quotes for the cost of the materials and labor to widen the door.  

1.  Anthony Nicolletta- $1,900.00 he will be unable to begin work for 7-10 weeks.  It was also noted that he is not using steel for his material

2. Frank Gahr- $2,600.00 he will be using stone beams, not steel and will be able to begin work within the next couple weeks.

3. Rich Santelli- $3,600.00 he will be using steel and would be able to begin as soon as possible.

MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Lilla to hire Frank Gahr to widen the door to the ambulance bay for a total of $2,600.00.  Motion carried all voting aye.

MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Lilla to pay Frank Gahr $1,300.00 deposit on June 21, 2013 to purchase materials for the bay widening project.  Motion carried all voting aye.

The bids for the larger garage door and new opener are as follows;

1.  Frank Gahr- $2,100.00

2.  Finger Lakes Garage Door- $1,950.00 (price does not include wiring)

3. Martin’s Door Service- $1,728.00

MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Lilla to hire Martin’s Door Service for the purchase and installation of the new door and opener for a total of $1,728.00.  Motion carried all voting aye.

Trustee Kallusch explained that the double doors on the East side of the Fire Hall are rotten and pose a security risk.  They should be replaced with steel doors. Bids were as follows;

1. Frank Gahr- $3,200.00

2. Dave Brandt- $2,727.00 (cannot start until August) with a digital lock
3. Rich Santelli- $3,600.00

MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Lilla to hire Dave Brandt (General Maintenance Assistance) for the purchase and installation of the new doors for a total of $2,727.00.  Motion carried all voting aye.

The bay will also require some form of heat.  Trustee Kallusch has received two quotes for heaters and installation;

1.  Clark Heating- $2,184.00 for a hanging heater (83% efficient)

2. PM Innovations- $4,392.00 for radiant heat (ceiling)
They are two different types of heaters, so the Board decided to get more quotes and discuss it again in the Fall.
Superintendent Hopkins- Superintendent’s report

Police Officer Knutowicz- Police report, Officer Knutowicz explained that there has been excessive speeding on Route 14 and Lake Road in the Village.  Trustee Quinn requested that Officer Knutowicz borrow Wayne County’s “Smart Unit.”  It is a speed recording trailer that will display the vehicle’s speed as it passes.  Office Knutowicz will look into borrowing one.
Public Comments:
Maxine Appleby, of South Ontario Street, requested that the Village fund a mailing to all residents to inform them of the informational meetings that will be held regarding the details of the new 2014 water level plan.  Mayor Tertinek stated he is aware of the meetings and we will be getting the information to the residents.  
Ms. Appleby also stated that for the last 60 days, all applications were going to zoning first.  She said that problem had been rectified and applications were now going to Planning Board first as required.  
She also requested that if the Fire Department decides to build the shed with their funds, they make it as esthetically pleasing as possible, since her North windows look right onto that area.
She asked that the Department of Public Works consider using a rain barrel to catch water to use for the purpose of watering the numerous flowers around the Village.   Angus liked the idea and said he would see what he could do to accommodate her request.

Claire Dittmar, South Shore Road, also spoke about the speeding problem in her area.  She requested that the Smart Unit be placed on her road, if the Village is able to borrow one.  Officer Knutowicz said he could place it up there for a while.  

Old Business: 
The EMS Staffing contract had been discussed at the last meeting.  The late fee section has been removed and the section regarding “over-time” was clarified.  The time that is paid above and beyond the normal work week is paid as straight time and not time and a half.

MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Quinn to approve the contract renewal for EMS Staffing for the 2013-2014 budget year.  Motion carried all voting aye.

New Business:
1.  Mayor Tertinek announced that he is going to publicize the International Joint Commission’s meetings for the new 2014 plan.  He went on to demonstrate using spaghetti graphs exactly how this plan would affect Sodus Point.  Trustee Lilla summed up the graphs by noting, Sodus Point would experience flooding or very low water 25 out of every 100 years.
2. MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Quinn to adopt the following resolution 2013-6A

Be it resolved, that the Village of Sodus Point, Location code 40470, hereby establishes the following as standard work days for its employees and will report days worked to the New York State and Local Employees’ Retirement System based on the time keeping system or the record of activities maintained and submitted by these members to the clerk of this body: Clerk-Treasurer, 6.00 hour standard work day and Deputy Clerk-Treasurer, 6.00 hour standard work day.  
Motion carried all voting aye.

3. At the last Board meeting, the Board voted to accept Todd DeWispelaere’s resignation from the Planning Board.  It was brought to the attention of Mayor Tertinek and Mr. DeWispelaere that despite moving out of the Village, Mr. DeWispelaere would still be allowed to serve on the Planning Board.  He still owns a house in the Village and therefore still has a vested interest. 
MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Quinn to approve the re-appointment of Todd DeWispelare to the Planning Board as Chairman.  Motion carried all voting aye.
4. MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Quinn to appoint Bruce Farrington as the Village of Sodus Point Historian.  Motion carried all voting aye.

5. Fire Department request for approval to build a shed- addressed during the reading of the reports, see above

6. Fire Department request for approval of hose test- addressed during the reading of the reports, see above

7. The Village received two quotes for the removal, stump grinding and clean-up of four trees.  Bids were as follows;

1.  Empire Tree Surgeons- $3,800.00

2.  Don and Jon Lawn and Tree Service LLC-  $3,700.00

MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Quinn to hire Don and Jon Lawn and Tree Service LLC to remove the four trees.   Motion carried all voting aye.

8. Officer Knutowicz has completed the New York State Department of Transportation application for closing a state route for July 3rd and 4th for the Sunshine Auto Parade, the post-fireworks exiting of Sodus Point and the 5K race.  

9. Superintendent Hopkins addressed the agenda item, Physicals for Employees.  He stated that he was unaware of any requirements in the public sector.  He thought they were required for employees in the private sector only.  The Board agreed to table this topic until more information could be obtained.
10. The Planning Board is going to review the Village Code regarding winter bubblers and their placement.  Any change would be a change to the Code and would need Board approval. 
11. Mayor Tertinek noted that the Village-run ad in the Sun and Record was in the June 20th edition.  It stated that there was a cash reward for any information leading to the arrest of the vandal that destroyed the Oscar Fuerst Field sign.
12. US DOE did an energy evaluation of the Community Center.  The building was randomly selected and the information will be used for an energy survey they will be conducting nation-wide.
13. MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Quinn to adopt the following resolution 2013-6B

Be it resolved, the Board of Trustees of the Village of Sodus Point hereby designates the New York State Secretary of State as an agent for service of a notice of claim, pursuant to New York General Municipal Law Section Fifty-Three, Subsection Two (§53(2)). In any case founded upon tort where a notice of claim is required by law as a condition precedent to the commencement of an action or special proceeding against the Village, or any officer, appointee or employee thereof, the notice of claim shall comply with and be served in accordance with the provisions of General Municipal Law Section fifty-e (§50-e) within ninety days after the claim arises; except that in wrongful death actions, the ninety days shall run from the appointment of a representative of the decedent's estate. All notices of claim received by the Secretary of State, as agent for service upon the Village, shall be transmitted to the Sodus Point Village Clerk as officer, person, designee, nominee, or other agent-in-fact for the Village, located at the Sodus Point Village Hall, 8356 Bay Street, Sodus Point, NY 14555.

MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Quinn to approve payment of claims 6-1 through 6-48 for a total of $156,023.77; General/Highway $63,530.84; Water $11,864.93; Wastewater $80,628.00;
Motion carried, all voting aye.
Other Business: 
Trustee Quinn wanted to know what was going on with the property maintenance issue at the Andrews residence located on Bayview Drive.  Attorney Williams informed the Board he will be presenting a full report at the next Board meeting.
Superintendent Hopkins will be putting up temporary “No Parking” signs along the Sunshine Auto Parade route that will be in effect for July 3rd only.
MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Quinn to adjourn the regular Board meeting at 8:26PM.

Motion carried, all voting aye.
