The topic of a fire fighting slide in water tank unit to be used with the FD side by side vehicle was brought up by Trustee Kallusch.  The Fire Dept. would like to purchase this unit out of the equipment budget remaining for this budget year.   Trustee Quinn and Trustee Eckberg were interested in purchasing this equipment as long as the FD is in good standing with their safety gear/hose and breathing apparatus and understand this reduces the budget for other items.  Trustee Kallusch assured the Board that the Department is in good shape currently.

MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Quinn to reduce the water and sewer from 2 units to 1 unit for the property 8500 Gardenier Lane. Mr. Baumhauer will be advised that as the guest house it does not constitute a dwelling and therefore cannot be rented.

New Business:
A. The Village Board decided on Thursday, April 16th at 6:30pm for the Public hearing to discuss the  2015-16 Budget.
B. There was discussion about rehiring Pamela Weiss as summer help for the Community Center.  
MOTION was made by Trustee Eckberg and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to rehire Pamela Weiss at the same rate of pay as last year with a stipulation that she is not allowed to smoke on Village property or while transporting children during the summer field trip activities. NO exceptions.

C. Mark Jones received 2 quotes for the work to be done at the Central Ave and So. Shore Rd. to enable the pump station to be supplied with the capability of using the 45KW portable generator in the event of an emergency. The quotes from Livecchi Electric Corp and Colacino Industries were very close in price but seemed to be supplying a different level of amp service.  The Village Board decided to hold off on making a definite decision to find out more information.
