
March 20, 2014: Village Board Meeting
Minutes of Regular Meeting Sodus Point Village Board

Mayor Tertinek called the regular meeting to order at 7:17 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Present: Mayor Tertinek, Deputy Mayor Kennedy, Attorney Williams, Trustee Kallusch, Superintendent Hopkins, Trustee Lilla, CEO Hendrikse, Officer Knutowicz, and Trustee Quinn
Absent: none
MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kennedy to approve the minutes of the February 20th, 2014 regular meeting.

Motion carried all voting aye.

Public Comments:
*Maxine Appleby from S. Ontario St. reminded the audience that the NYS Complete Streets workshop will be held at the Village Hall Saturday March 22nd from 9:30-12:30.  This is a great opportunity for the Village.  
*Ms. Appleby will also be working on Monday April 7th with 23 kids from Sodus Central and Wayne Co. Soil and Water dept. stenciling around the storm drains as a water quality educational piece.  This idea will raise awareness of how to maintain water quality.
*Ms. Appleby reminded us that it is spring and the time is now to start working on the end of So. Ontario St.  Trustee Lilla agreed to follow up with Lindsey Gerstenslager, Wayne Co. Soil and Water regarding the start of the small green infrastructure project.
*Ms. Appleby handed a formal letter to all board members asking for legal clarification on area variance and freedom of information law (foil) requests
Attorney Williams agreed to write up a response for her.
Michael Shults from 7439 Irwin St. spoke to remind the current Village Board that parts of the approval process at the Planning and Zoning Board of Appeals level has not always been consistent with the Village code and at times arbitrary and capricious.  Mr. Shults is concerned that when this happens the Village of Sodus Point then becomes liable for the inconsistency.   
Mayor Tertinek commented that the Village Board cannot sway the Planning or Zoning Boards actions.  Mr. Shults suggested that the Mayor/Village Board is responsible for appointing the Board Members and making sure they follow the literal interpretation of the Village Code and process.

Claire Dittmar read the law regarding the Village Financials/Budget being posted on the website.  Ms. Dittmar asked that the information be placed on the website. 
Denise Washburn from 8075 Featherly Dr. also spoke up asking for the agenda to be placed on the website along with all the other items.

New Business:
A. 2014-3A Resolution
MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Quinn to adopt Local Law No. 1, 2013 Whereas, the Village of Sodus Point Board of Trustees has conducted a public hearing on proposed Local Law #1 for 2014 and many public comments and questions were received, 

It is hereby resolved that the Board of Trustees adopts said law allowing override of the Property Tax Cap as follows.

It is the intent of this Local Law to allow the Village of Sodus Point to adopt a budget for the fiscal year commencing June 1, 2014 that requires a real property tax levy limit in excess of the “tax levy limit”: as defined by General Municipal Law section 3-c.

The Village Board of the Village of Sodus Point, County of Wayne, is hereby authorized to adopt a budget for the fiscal year commencing June 1, 2014 that requires a real property levy in excess of the amount otherwise prescribed in General Municipal Law, section 3-c.

Resolution adopted all voting aye
B. Mayor Tertinek read a letter from Hots Point LLC notifying the Village Board of their intent to file an application for a beer and wine license for this season. 

Attorney Williams advised the board members that if they had any issue with this application they could put it in writing on the application once received.
No other comments were made at this time.

C. The Board received a copy of an estimate from Colacino Industries for Generator Service Contract for a full service and one six month inspection for all Waste Water Generators.  The Board agreed that it would be beneficial to obtain at least 1 more quote before making a decision.  Trustee Quinn will notify the Waste Water department.
D. Mayor Tertinek read a letter from JoAnn Hudgick in regards to the sewer lines backing up into her bathroom at 8247 South Shore Rd. on Saturday January 25, 2014.  Her letter was notification that she believes the Village of Sodus Point is liable for the incident and her intent is to file a claim against the Village of Sodus Point to cover all damages/replacements incurred.  Mayor Tertinek noted that this has been turned over to the Village Insurance and that is where it stands at this point.
E. Mayor Tertinek read a letter from Mike Novik, 8420 Bay St. regarding Chapter 190 Article IV; section 190-11 Density Control Schedule, Minimum Yard Dimensions.   This section references that in LCR and Waterfront Commercial the lot side yard setback is two feet.  Mr. Novik believes a two foot setback is not safe.  He asks that the Local Land Use Law be amended to protect the safety of the Sodus Point Residents.  Trustee Lilla suggested that the Village Board charge the Planning and Zoning Board with providing recommendations to the Village Board.  All Trustees and the Mayor agreed.

MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Kennedy to approve payment of claims 3-1 through 3-39 for a total of $61,893.12; General/Highway $37,377.59; Water $18,404.21; Wastewater $6,111.32;

Other Business: 
Trustee Quinn brought up the dock fees in Sodus Point.   Trustee Quinn had a conversation with CEO Hendrikse regarding the necessity of the fees.  CEO Hendrikse stated that at one point the DEC regulated Sodus Bay and then DEC deregulated and allowed local government to regulate.  Trustee Quinn is questioning the need for $15 fee for residential docks. Trustee Quinn would like to see the fee eliminated by next year.
Attorney Williams asked if he could do a little research on the dock fees and how they came about and what has to be done with the Local Law.

The Board agreed not to make any decisions until Attorney Williams can give his opinion on what changes if any can be made to the dock fee structure.
MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Lilla to adjourn the regular Board meeting at 8:23PM.
