
May 15, 2014: Village Board Meeting
Minutes of Regular Meeting Sodus Point Village Board

Mayor Tertinek called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Present: Mayor Tertinek, Trustee Kallusch, Trustee Lilla, CEO Hendrikse, Officer Knutowicz, Attorney Williams and Trustee Quinn, 
Absent: Deputy Mayor Kennedy, Superintendent Hopkins
MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to approve the minutes of the April 24th, 2014 regular meeting.

Motion carried all voting aye.

Reports were given as follows:
Mayor Tertinek – Water and Superintendent report
Deputy Mayor Kennedy – NA
Trustee Quinn- Wastewater and Fire Dept
Trustee Kallusch- Highway report

Trustee Lilla- Community Center and Ambulance report
MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Quinn to approve John Jarvis as a volunteer ambulance driver for Silver Waters Ambulance.

Motion carried all voting aye.

Public Comments:
Mayor Tertinek wanted to let the public know that if a letter or complaint comes in anonymous he will not take any action.  If you would like to stay anonymous from certain staff or the public that’s fine but you have let Mayor Tertinek know who you are so he can follow up or ask questions.

Mayor Tertinek also wanted to remind the public and trustees that there are Guidelines on Public Comments.  Mayor Tertinek read aloud the guidelines before opening up the meeting for Public comments.

Mike Novik from Bay St. wanted to remind the Village Board that Katlynn Harbor continues to place more boat cradles on the property off So. Ontario.

Mayor Tertinek responded that they have been ticketed and are waiting for the court date the end of June.  No other action will be made by the Village of Sodus Point until that date.

Mr. Novik also put in a request to have brighter lights placed in the park bathrooms.

Bob Darby from Bay St. wanted to discuss the application from Katlynn Harbor and remind the new Village Board that the existing buildings have caused drainage issues with neighbors and adjacent properties.  He wanted the board to review the Engineering Study from MRB.  Mr. Darby did explain that when the Village was ready and willing to make the changes necessary to fix the drainage issues that he didn’t care for the wording on the easement and that the Mayor at the time wasn’t willing to make changes.  
Trustee Lilla asked if he could make the correction to his copy and submit them to the Board.  Mr. Darby agreed to do so.

Mr. Darby is also concerned with the amount of kids hanging around the Village Hall/Basketball area.  They have been staying late, playing loud music after dark.

Police Officer Knutowicz hoped that the issue would be taken care of as soon as they start patrolling.

Denise Washburn from Featherly Drive was interested in the status on the So Ontario St water access project.  She mentioned that the Neighborhood Assoc. might be interested in setting aside some money for the project.  Trustee Lilla talked to Lindsey Gerstenslager at Wayne Co. Soil and Water.  Trustee Lilla will do her best to write a grant for the project for this year.
Ms. Washburrn asked about projects that are ongoing for years.  She wondered if there might be rules regarding this?  She is concerned that the standards are way low for the Village.

Trustee Quinn asked if she could give some examples.  

Featherly Drive- Driveway

Lake Road – House that is a shell.

Ms. Washburn asked that the Trustees drive around the village with a critical eye and they would see.

Laurie Hayden from Sixth Street commented that the children from the church walk down to the end of So. Ontario St. and she is concerned with the condition of the water.  She is afraid it might be dangerous to the children.  

Ms. Hayden was also concerned about a cottage on 8482 Wickham Blvd that has a hole with standing water.  She would like someone to investigate this construction site. 

Old Business: 
A. Last month the board heard from Mr. Breckenridge regarding a water leak at his house at 8309 Lake St.  The Village Board wanted to find out a little more about the situation before making a decision.  After hearing his response the Village Board decided to recommend Mr. Breckenridge contact his insurance company to ask for relief for the water consumption.

B. Generator Contracts.  Village is still waiting for another quote to come in so no decision was made regarding the renewal.  
C. Verizon lease update.  They are considering placing the tower on top of a water tower.  The original offer is now inactive.  More information to come later.
New Business:
A. Trustee Kallusch worked with Ely & Leene and First Niagara to re-evaluate the Village’s Insurance policy to see if the Village is receiving the best pricing and coverage.
There were a total of 4 companies that quoted.  Mayor Tertinek received confirmation from First Niagara that the quote from Allied Public Risk is either exactly the same or better than the coverage we currently receive.  
MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Lilla approve the quote from Allied Public Risk in the amount of $41,055.78 for the June 1, 2014-May 31, 2015 Fiscal year.

Motion carried all voting aye.

B. Mayor Tertinek stated that with the recommendation from the Planning Board he would like to set a date for a Public hearing on making the changes on setbacks to the Zoning section in the Code Book.  Attorney Williams stated he had made the changes to the section regarding setback requirements and also would like to recommend making changes to the maximum height of buildings in the flood zone at the same time.  The buildings in the flood zone would increase to 32feet which is two (2) feet higher due to the change in the flood plain.
Attorney Williams suggested that the Village wait 2-3months to have the Public Hearing to notify the surrounding towns, a SEQR review and should be referred to Wayne County Planning Board for their review.
Therefore, the Village Board has several steps to take before setting a date for the Public Hearing.

Attorney Williams thought by August.
