
May 16, 2013: Village Board Meeting
Minutes of Regular Meeting Sodus Point Village Board

Mayor Tertinek called the regular meeting to order at 7:01 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Present: Mayor Tertinek, Deputy Mayor Kennedy, Trustee Kallusch, Police Officer Knutowicz, and Trustee Quinn, Superintendent Hopkins
Absent: Trustee Lilla and CEO Hendrikse
MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to approve the minutes of the April 18, 2013 regular meeting.

Motion carried all voting aye.

Reports were given as follows:
Trustee Quinn – Wastewater and Fire

The Fire boat is in service for the season.

The Pot of Gold dinner is Saturday, June 1st.

Trustee Kallusch– Buildings, Highway and Ambulance
Trustee Kallusch discussed the concern by the highway department that the residents are piling their brush debris up in the center of the loop vs. the edge of their property.  A suggestion was to put a reminder door tag on the houses in that area on Greig St.
The Ambulance is planning on moving to its new location in the Fire Department on June 1st, 2013

Mayor Tertinek – Community Center and Building report
MOTION by Trustee Kennedy and seconded by Trustee Quinn to approve Pamela Weiss for the part-time recreation assistant position for the Community Center.  The work day will not exceed 4.5 hours, 4 days per week for a maximum of 6weeks.  The start date will be July 8th and end date will be August 15th.  The pay rate will be $7.25 per hour. 

Motion carried all voting aye.

Police Officer Knutowicz- Police report
Public Comments:
William Carter is concerned about the vandalism and graffiti that happened around the village.  He offered to give a donation of $100.00 toward a reward for any lead that allows the police to make an arrest for either of these incidents.
Trustee Quinn and Trustee Kennedy also agreed to make a donation.

The Board decided to place an ad in the paper and a flyer to all the local businesses asking for any leads and offering a reward for an arrest.  
Alice Bill wanted to also offer that the Neighborhood Association would like to work together with the village to look into and help pay for a surveillance system for Sodus Point.  Police Officer Knutowicz will look into pricing and the different possibilities.

Tom Knapp from Overlook Dr. wondered the status of the Heights Reservation Project? He served on the committee and is interested in seeing the plan implemented. 

Claire Dittmar was also interested to know whether or not the board was going to take any of her recommendations into consideration.   She provided the board a detailed list/plan for the reservation area.

Trustee Quinn spoke up and said that the Board had approved and adopted the plan that was provided by the committee and that will be the plan that is used going forward.

Mayor Tertinek advised them that the Highway crew is currently working on their Spring chores around the Village and then they will work on the dangerous trees to be removed in the new budget year and then they can focus on the Reservation.  

The Board agreed to have updates at the June 20th meeting.
Old Business: 
Mayor Tertinek asked that Perry put a copy of the revised Skate Park rules in the Sun & Record.

New Business:

MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Quinn to approve the Addendum #3 to Amended and Restated Agreement for the Sale and Purchase of Water by and among the Town of Sodus, Village of Sodus Point, Village of Sodus, Town of Williamson and Wayne County Water and Sewer Authority through December 31, 2013.  The rate is $2.00 per thousand gallon from the Village of Sodus and $1.95 per thousand gallon from the Town of Williamson.
Motion carried all voting aye.

Announcements:

*The End of Year Meeting was approved for May 31, 2013 at 9:00am in the Village hall.
*Mayor Tertinek wanted to give the public the opportunity to give their feedback about the area code 315 overlay. They are running out of 315 and are purposing to overlay another area code whenever necessary.
Mayor Tertinek gave out the phone number and email address to contact for any feedback regarding this proposal.
*Mayor Tertinek also advised and encouraged residents to sign up for email notification pertaining to the Village matters.  This can be done by visiting the website at www.soduspoint.info and then find the sign up box in the lower right hand corner to enter the email address.
*Trustee Quinn read the results from the DEC annual inspection of the Wastewater Plant which was very good. They mentioned that both David Bissell and Jeff Cook are doing a very nice job.
*The Village office will be closed on May 30th so that the Clerk and Deputy Clerk can attend Retirement training.

Mayor Tertinek received a request from Judith Watt for forgiveness of the $50 re-levy fee due to family circumstances.  In the past the Village Board has not entertained any forgiveness for late water and sewer payments.
MOTION by Trustee Kennedy and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to deny the request. 

Motion carried all voting aye.

Mayor Tertinek received a letter of resignation from Planning Board Chairman, Todd DeWispelaere effective July 1st, 2013.  Todd will be greatly missed by the Village of Sodus Point.
