
November 21, 2013: Village Board Meeting
Minutes of Regular Meeting Sodus Point Village Board

Mayor Tertinek called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Present: Mayor Tertinek, Police Officer Knutowicz, Trustee Quinn, Attorney Williams, Trustee Lilla, amd Trustee Kallusch 
Absent: Superintendent Hopkins, Deputy Mayor Kennedy and CEO Hendrikse
MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Lilla to approve the minutes of the October 17, 2013 regular meeting.

Motion carried all voting aye.

Reports were given as follows:
Mayor Tertinek- Superintendent CEO and Water report
Mark Jones requested that the fee for a broken meter be raised to $113.98

MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Quinn to approve increasing the fee to residents for a broken meter up to $113.98 which is the amount we are charged.

Public Comments:
Ora Rothfuss and Mary Penney presented the Village Board with another opportunity to partner with the NY Sea Grant to apply for funding to use in risk and vulnerability assessment and the development of an adaptation and/or coastal resiliency plan.
Trustee Lilla feels this is a great opportunity for the Village of Sodus Point. The board all agreed to go forward.
 2013-11A MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Quinn to approve the following resolution

Whereas, the Village of Sodus Point, in partnership with NY Sea Grant, and authorized by motion 2013-4A submitted a 2013 application for funding to the NYS Local Waterfront Revitalization Plan (LWRP) program and the Cleaner Greener Communities programs to modify the Village LWRP; and 

Whereas, conducting a risk and vulnerability assessment of Village properties and infrastructure is a critical part of determining appropriate adaptation strategies and techniques; now therefore, be it

RESOLVED, that the Wayne County Planning Department, on behalf of the Village, is authorized to prepare a pre-proposal for funding to the NOAA Coastal Storms Program for use in risk and vulnerability assessment and the development of an adaptation and/or coastal resiliency plan.
Resolution adopted all voting aye.

Maxine Appleby wanted to welcome and congratulate the newly elected board members.  Ms. Appleby wanted the Village Board to revisit the Downtown Vision plan to look into possibly of moving to the next phase of the plan.  She would like the see a revitalization of the downtown area.  Mayor Tertinek asked that Maxine meet with him to discuss some of the ideas she may have for the Village to pursue.

Old Business: 
A. Mayor Tertinek and Supervisor LeRoy came up with an agreement to join together The Village of Sodus Point and the Town of Sodus for the third party drug and alcohol testing.

-Begins January 1, 2014 
-The annual administrative cost will be shared by the parties by alternating payment. The Town will pay for 2014 and Village will pay for 2015 and alternating for each following year for so long as the agreement remains in effect.
-Each party will pay the costs and expenses of drug and alcohol testing for each party’s respective employee(s).  The cost of testing for joint employees will be shared equally by the parties.

-The Town will invoice the Village for the Village’s costs and expenses under this agreement, including but not necessarily limited to the costs for drug testing of Village employees, the alternating years’ annual administrative fee (beginning in 2015 for the Village) and the Village’s 50% share of testing for joint employees.

-Positive test results for an employee will be reported to the respective municipality employing such individual and will be handled according to the employing municipality’s policies and procedures.  For shared employees, either or both municipalities may enforce its respective policies and procedures.
-This agreement may be terminated by either party, with or without cause, at the expiration of or termination of or renewal of the contract between the Town and its third party drug and alcohol testing provider, upon 30days’ written notice.

MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and Trustee Lilla to approve Mayor Tertinek to sign and agree to the Memorandum of Understanding
Motion carried all voting aye.

New Business:
A.  Trustee Quinn reported that the Fire Dept had an inspection on their fire hoses.  A portion of the hoses failed the test leaving the Fire Department with no choice but to replace it.  Trustee Quinn read the quotes Chief Jones received from Jerome Fire Equip., Har-Rob Fire Apparatus and Colden Enterprises 

MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to approve the purchase of 10-5”x100’ Key LDH rubber line supply line from Jerome Fire Equip. in the amount of $5787.50.

Motion carried all voting.  

This led to a discussion about the inventory and age of the fire equipment.  The ideas were that the fire department should provide a list of equipment so that the board can budget properly for upcoming expenses.  Another avenue for replacing old outdated equipment would be to apply for grant monies.  If the Fire Department was to track their inventory this process could be more proactive and less emergency type expenses.
B. Mayor Tertinek and Deputy Mayor Kennedy were faced with making a decision about an emergency type water leak at 7106 Route which has 2 buildings owned by 1 person.  The one building is a shop and the other is a dwelling.  The water line was fed through the shop and over to the dwelling.  There was a leak and the best solution was to run a new line to the dwelling.  The owner Roger York is asking to make payments of $100 per month for the $1500 fee for a new connection line.  
Resolution 2013-11B

Motion by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Lilla 

Whereas Section 184-8 of the Village of Sodus Point Code, Advance payment fees which states At the time of application is made for water service, the costs of installation shall be paid in accordance with the rates established pursuant to Chapter 184;

Whereas an emergency situation occurred at 7106 Route 14 requiring the Village of Sodus Point to make an exception to the code;

Whereas the homeowner is asking to make payments in the amount of $100 per month until the $1,500 total fee is reached;

It is hereby resolved that the following payment schedule for the water connection fee is established.

$100 per month for a total of 15months for the new water connection at 7106 Route 14

Resolution adopted all voting aye.
C. Mayor Tertinek received a letter from the Sodus Bay Historical Society for the Village’s help in paying for the Gap Mangione concert on July 4th 2013.
D. Sodus Bay Historical Society requested approval to serve wine to their members at the Dec 1st. open house.  The approval was accepted by the Town of Sodus.

E. The board received a letter from Lester Zimmerman who just purchased through Wayne Co.  lot# 122 at White Birch.  His intention is to scrap the trailer out but because of the timing he is unable to do so until the spring.  He is asking to be placed as inactive status under the circumstances until he is able to remove the trailer.
MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to approve the inactive status contingent on CEO Hendrikse agreeing that it should be condemned.  

Motion carried all voting aye.

F. Mayor Tertinek read a bid for the Fire Dept. surplus garage door and opener from Henry Martin in the amount of $210.00

Trustee Kallusch said that the door is only 3yrs old and that it is still worth half of its original purchase price.  

MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Quinn to deny the bid and put an ad in the paper asking for $450.00.

Motion carried all voting aye.
G. The Village Board received a letter from Connie Knapp and Jeff Shelters requesting the 1 year construction deferral of water and sewer for their cottage at 8482 Wickham Blvd.
MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to approve the request for 1yr. or less if the construction is complete prior to 1year.  The billing will resume automatically after the year.
Motion carried all voting.

MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Lilla to approve payment of claims 11-1 through 11-60 for a total of $162,402.75; General/Highway $109,161.10; Water $17,020.81; Wastewater $36,220.84;
