
October 17, 2013: Village Board Meeting
Minutes of Regular Meeting Sodus Point Village Board

Mayor Tertinek called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Present: Mayor Tertinek, Police Officer Knutowicz, Deputy Mayor Kennedy, Trustee Quinn, Attorney Williams, Trustee Lilla, Trustee Kallusch, and CEO Hendrikse 
Absent: Superintendent Hopkins
MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Quinn to approve the minutes of the September 19, 2013 regular meeting.

Motion carried all voting aye.

Reports were given as follows:
Mayor Tertinek- Superintendent’s report
Deputy Mayor Kennedy – Water and Skate Park reports

MOTION by Trustee Kennedy and seconded by Trustee Lilla to approve the purchase of 50 new Neptune meters from Ti Sales at $113.98 each totaling $5699.

Motion carried all voting aye.

Trustee Quinn- Wastewater report and Fire Department report
Trustee Quinn received a request from Michael Perce to keep his white Fire Chief helmet.  Trustee Quinn believes that there should be a policy with guidelines for the Fire Dept and Village Board to use to approve or deny these kind of requests.
The board agreed to have Trustee Quinn write up a proposed policy and bring it to the meeting on November 21, 2013.

Public Comments:
Dave LeRoy attended the Village Board meeting to introduce himself and let us know he is running for Councilman for the Town of Sodus Board.
Old Business: 
1. Added to the Agenda

Trustee Kallusch discussed the need for a wall mounted heater in the bay where the ambulance is stored.  He shopped around and received several quotes with the cheapest being from Clark Heating & Cooling

MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Kennedy to approve the purchase and installation of a Reynor natural gas ceiling hung heater in the amount of $2184.00 from Clark Heating & Cooling.

Motion carried all voting aye.

2. Trustee Kallusch is also having Frank Gahr look at the foundation of the Village Hall.
New Business:
1. 2013-10 Resolution

Whereas, the United States Department of Agriculture requires an OMB Circular A-133 entity-wide audit for any fiscal year in which Federal assistance debt is $1,000,000 or greater, and  

Whereas, Federal assistance for the Village of Sodus Point debt exceeded that amount in the fiscal year ending May 31, 2013

Whereas, the Village of Sodus Point Board of Trustees employed Lee Walter to perform the OMB A-133 audit of  internal control over financial reporting, and 

Whereas, the audit for the fiscal year ending May 31, 2013 was completed by Mr. Walter on September 13, 2013, and 

Whereas, no deficiencies were disclosed and no significant or material misstatements were presented in the records for which procedures were performed for the period ended May 31, 2013,

It is hereby resolved that the Village of Sodus Point Board of Trustees acknowledges that the required audit was conducted and accepts such audit
Resolution adopted all voting aye.

2. MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to allow Mayor 
Tertinek to sign the Young Explosives contract for the firework display scheduled for the July 3rd, 2014 in the amount of $6,000.  By signing the contract early the Village will receive 10% more fireworks for that same price.
Motion carried all voting aye.

3. The Highway Dept. is in need of tires for the loader/dump truck and backhoe.  Mike Perce received quotes from Featherlys for new tires.  Trustee Kallusch received quotes from Tallmadge for new tires through state bid.  The tire quote seemed to be lower dealing with Tallmadge.  They will come to the Village barn and mount the tires on premise.  
MOTION by Trustee Kennedy and seconded by Truatee Lilla to use the dealer that can provide state bid prices.

Motion carried all voting aye.

4. MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kennedy to approve and certify the list of unpaid 2013 village taxes to be returned to the Office of the County Treasurer.

Motion carried all voting aye.

5. Trustee Quinn believes that the Village of Sodus Point should have a policy in place regarding signage on the fences at the Oscar Fuerst ball field to ensure that the Village has all the information when making a decision on placing signs.  Some of the questions that should be answered in the policy would be 
Who hangs the signs/How long do they stay up/How big can the sign be/what organizations can advertise/Is there a fee?  

Trustee Quinn agreed to write up a purposed policy for the Village Board.

6. The Fire Department was offered a donation of a P.A.T.I utility trailer for storage of the equipment.  Their intent was to park the utility trailer behind the Fire Hall and have it become a permanent storage unit for BBQ equipment.  The Village Board did not feel comfortable going against Village code and allowing the trailer to be stored permanently.  The Trustees were all in agreement that they weren’t against the trailer if it could be placed somewhere other than behind the Fire Department.  Examples were behind the Water plant or Highway barn. 
7. MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Lilla to surplus (4)four garage doors openers and (1)one double metal door from the Fire Dept. with no value and (1)one overhead garage door which is only a few years old with a value of at least scrap metal price.  The Board will accept offers on the surplus items.
Motion carried all voting aye.

8. Mayor Tertinek read a Thank You letter from the Neighborhood Assoc. for the $100 donation that was made to replace the Oscar Fuerst sign that was vandalized.  

9. Mayor Tertinek also announced that The Village of Sodus Point received $835 which is half of the proceeds that come from the boot drive that the Neighborhood Assoc. does on the night of the fireworks.

10. Mayor Tertinek met with Steve LeRoy to discuss the possibility of joining the Town of Sodus and the Village of Sodus Point Drug & Alcohol Testing Program beginning January 1st, 2014.  Mayor Tertinek will write up a Memorandum of Understanding between parties.
11. Mayor Tertinek announced that the Village Board received an email from Vincent and JoAnn Myerly  

of a proposed plan to purchase the Heights Reservation “to resolve contentious issues and eliminate long standing controversy associated with the property”.  
Attorney Williams stated that if the Village was to entertain this offer the Board would have to declare the land surplus and ask for an appraisal for fair market value.  The Board is not obligated to do a permissive referendum.  The sale of the property would not eliminate any current deed restrictions but in fact the Board could add more restrictions if they choose.

Mayor Tertinek also stated that another party is interested in possibly purchasing the Reservation.  No name was given at this time.  
The Village Trustees agreed to table any further discussion at this time to collect information.

12. MOTION by Trustee Lilla and seconded by Trustee Quinn to approve the following
2013-10A RESOLUTION 
WHEREAS:   The Village of Sodus Point Ambulance service, known as Silver Waters Community Ambulance, currently responds  to requests for service in the following area of the Town of Sodus:

 Maxwell Road south to Christian Holler Road, east to North Geneva Road, south to
 the intersection of Glover Road and Newell Road, east to the intersection of Route 14.
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:  The Town of Sodus enters into an agreement with the Village of Sodus Point that Silver Waters Community Ambulance Service will provide coverage in the above described section of the Town of Sodus.

Village Taxes collected 94.04%.

Other Business: 
Mayor Tertinek received information regarding the Plan 2014.  The IJC has postponed any decision until the year 2014.  Originally the plan was to take effect in January 2014.

MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Lilla to adjourn the regular Board meeting at 8:11PM.
