
September 19, 2013: Village Board Meeting
Minutes of Regular Meeting Sodus Point Village Board

Mayor Tertinek called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Present: Mayor Tertinek, Police Officer Knutowicz, Deputy Mayor Kennedy, Trustee Quinn, Attorney Williams, and Superintendent Hopkins, Trustee Kallusch, CEO Hendrikse 
Absent: Trustee Lilla
MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Quinn to approve the minutes of the August 15, 2013 regular meeting.

Motion carried all voting aye.

Reports were given as follows:
Mayor Tertinek- Community Center report
Deputy Mayor Kennedy – Water and Skate Park reports

Public Comments:
Linda Michelson from 7565 Fifth Street wanted to address the board with a speeding issue on her street.  She asked if the village could put up slow children at play signs.  Attorney Williams advised the board to stay away from that type of sign.  The Village board discussed again the difficulty in slowing traffic down in a legal and productive way.  Trustee Quinn recommended a “slow down” sign on Fifth Street.  The board agreed to try it.
Mayor Tertinek also asked the Highway Department to replace the faded “no parking” signs on the numbered streets.

Carol Taylor and Claire Dittmar discussed their continued concern about the speeding on So. Shore Rd.
They are both concerned about the work that has been done by the Village employees on the Reservation.

Ms. Dittmar believes it is not what was outlined in the committee’s purposed agreement.  

Superintendent Hopkins explained that the land has to look worse before it can get better.  It would not be worth planting new trees in an area with brush and overgrown weeds and vines.  The new trees would not survive.
David Brandt spoke up and defended Superintendent Hopkins plan of action.  He also believes that was how it was outlined in the Reservation action plan.
Mrs. Taylor is upset because she can now hear her neighbors from above and can’t hear the birds chirping in the trees.  

Trustee Quinn stated that he is still in favor of selling the property.  This issue has been going on for years.

Old Business: 
1.  Mayor Tertinek informed the Board that NOAA funded 4 of the 26 proposals that were submitted.  Unfortunately our proposal was not selected for funding.  Mary Penney from New York Sea Grant is currently investigating alternate funding opportunities. 
New Business:
1. MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to adopt the following resolution 
2013-9A
Be it resolved, that the Village of Sodus Point, Location code 40470, hereby establishes the following as standard work days for its employees and will report days worked to the New York State and Local Employees’ Retirement System based on the time keeping system or the record of activities maintained and submitted by these members to the clerk of this body: Clerk-Treasurer, 6.00 hour standard work day and Deputy Clerk-Treasurer, 6.00 hour standard work day, Planning Board Member, Maxine Appleby 1.8 hour standard work day, Records Assistant 6.5 hour standard work day, Building Inspector 4.39 hour standard work day, Attorney 1.51 hour standard work day and Trustee 6.5 hour standard work day.  
Motion carried all voting aye.

2. The Village Board received a letter from Judy and Don Day requesting penalty forgiveness on their water and sewer bill for late fees in the amount of $25.92.  It has been common practice that the Village Board does not forgive late fee penalties.
MOTION by Trustee Kennedy and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to deny the request to waive the penalty on Water and Sewer account# 6065 for 8401 Sill Shore Rd.
Motion carried all voting aye.

Treasurer:
MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Kennedy to approve payment of claims 9-1 through 9-54 for a total of $49,495.74; General/Highway $26,266.21; Water $2,159.64; Wastewater $21,069.89;
Motion carried, all voting aye.
Village Taxes collected 90.44%.

Other Business: 
MOTION by Trustee Kennedy and seconded by Trustee Quinn at 7:54pm to move to executive session for personnel matters.
Motion carried all voting aye.

MOTION by Trustee Kennedy and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to adjourn at 8:13pm from executive session and return to the regular board meeting 
Motion carried all voting aye.

MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kennedy to send a letter to Eric Frisbie and Jacob Williams from the Village Board asking them to surrender all Sodus Point fire equipment belonging to the Village.  In addition, the two men are no longer allowed on or in the Fire Department building or grounds.  The exception is for a public event when they will be barred from the lower level of the building.  This action is due to their involvement in the incident at Old Forge on September 14th, 2013.
Motion carried all voting aye.

MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Kennedy to adjourn the regular Board meeting at 8:18PM.
