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PLANNING BOARD MEETING
June 16, 2014
MEMBERS PRESENT: Todd DeWispelaere, Ann Hayslip, Jim Deagman, Scott Neal, Mike Jenis. Sharon Lilla from the Village Board was also present.
MEMBERS ABSENT: Maxine Appleby excused herself from the meeting due to a conflict of interest with the Katlynn application.
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Chairman, T. DeWispelaere
The minutes from the June 2, 2014 meeting were read and approved. Motion by A. Hayslip, 2nd by J. Deagman
OLD BUSINESS: Chairman DeWispelaere reviewed the ground rules for the upcoming Public Hearing concerning the Katlynn application on July 7, 2014. (See attached document from the Chairman) Chairman DeWispelaere also stated that the Planning Board will not be requesting an instrument survey of the property per the letter request from Knauf Shaw, attorneys for the Sodus Point Residential Defense Association, Inc. The PB has been provided maps of the site by the applicant and the Code Enforcement Officer and we will use those maps in proceeding with this application.

Katlynn Marina Follow-up.. Steve Breitzka of ERB, representing the Marina. The three issues that our Planning Board requested Katlynn to research and re-present to the Board are:  Drainage, Landscaping and a short form of the Environmental Assessment Form.
1. Drainage.. ERB has been in contact with the MRB Group who did a drainage study in May of 2007. The owner of the Marina at that time was agreeable to participate in the improvement project to alleviate drainage concerns but the project was not completed by the Town. The drainage area tributary to this area from the Marina is now approximately 10,500 sf under existing conditions and the tributary will be reduced to 1,300 sf with the proposed barn in place. Due to the fact that the town has an existing drainage study and detailed construction drawings for storm water improvements, ERB requested that this requirement be removed from the conditions for approval of the application as  earlier requested by the PB. The proposed plan for drainage will create a channel around the building and reduce ponding on the west side. There will be a concrete drainage channel to the west of the building and grass swales to the north and east. Gutters will be placed on the building with two downspouts.

2. Landscape Plan… There will be grass swales to the north and east as described in the drainage proposal. The vegetative swales will be 3’-4’ wide, with hemlocks to the north and other trees and shrubs to the east. Hemlocks were chosen because of their ability to grow in the existing soil and lighting conditions and can grow from 40’ to 70’ high. 

3. EAF…The short form was completed by ERB on behalf of Katlynn. (see attached)


Several areas of concern were addressed by the Planning Board members: Drainage was a main concern of the Board and one board member asked if the water from the downspouts could be run directly into the bay without possible soil contamination due to the fact that it is “clean” water. The question was also asked if the current storm sewer could accommodate the additional water flow to the south?  Mr. Breitzka was unable to answer the question. When asked if the landscaping would be permanent, Debbie Agostinelli stated that it would be. Fire safety and emergency vehicle access was addressed as well. Debbie Agostinelli stated that the buildings were constructed of steel which will help in the case of a fire. 

At the July 7, 2014 Meeting/Public Hearing we will continue working on the SEQR review and the LWRP consistency review after hearing comments from the public.
 A motion was made by S. Neal to table the application until the 7/7/14 meeting and 2nd by M. Jenis. Motion carried, all voting aye.

APPLICATIONS:
1. Sue Bassage, 8313 South Shore Road, Sodus Point-Sue Bassage presented her application for a site plan review to demolish an existing 16’ x 20’ garage and build a new 18’x30’ garage.  The cost of the new building will be in excess of $10,000. (Article 190-49 of Code). After discussion, a motion was made by J. Deagman and 2nd by A. Hayslip . Motion carried, all voting aye.

2. Terry Wolfe, 8453 Sill Road, Sodus Point-Terry Wolfe presented his application for a site plan review to build a 32’ x 60’ two story barn. (Article 190-49 B Code). There are no setback issues and after brief discussion, a motion was made by A. Hayslip, 2nd by M. Jenis. Motion carried, all voting aye.

3. Issaac Provo, 8526 Greig Street, Sodus Point- Issaac Provo presented his application for a variance to build a 27’ x 8’ enclosed addition 0’ from  rear (waterfront) when 25’ is required and 5’ 1” from west side property line when 6’9” is required (Article 190-11, 190-15 C: 2(a) of Code). This addition is above the existing boat house.  After discussion, it was decided that the existing footprint is not changing with this addition. A motion was made by T. DeWispelaere, 2nd by J. Deagman. Motion carried, all voting aye.

NEW BUSINESS:
The next meeting of the Planning Board will be Monday July 7, 2014 and will be a Public Hearing for the Katylnn Marina application.
The meeting was adjourned at 8:25 by Chairman DeWispelaere
