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PLANNING BOARD MEETING
June 2, 2014
MEMBERS PRESENT: Todd DeWispelaere, Ann Hayslip, Jim Deagman, Maxine Appleby, Scott Neal, Mike Jenis
MEMBERS ABSENT: none
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Chairman, T. DeWispelaere
The minutes from the May 19, 2014 meeting were read and approved. Motion by A. Hayslip, 2nd by J. Deagman
APPLICATIONS:
1. Kevin and Joan Young, 7164 Route 14, Sodus Point-Joan Young presented her application for a special permit to keep fowl (poultry) within the village limits (Article III 190-8, footnote 4 of Code). Mrs. Young stated that they had been “experimenting” with raising chickens for about a year and they now wish to expand the number to 8 hens (no roosters due to noise level). The main areas of concern were the waste issue and odor, which the applicant stated that neither would be an issue. They compost the waste and use lime to neutralize any odor. She also stated that the neighbors have no concerns at this time. No animals will be sold, as this project is purely for their own use. The Planning Board agreed to approve the application with the following conditions:
a.  There shall be no more than 8 hens at any given time
b. The special permit shall be reviewed by the Code Enforcement Officer in 12 months with special consideration for objections by neighbors.
A motion was made by A. Hayslip and 2nd by Jim Deagman. Motion carried, all voting aye.
The application now goes to the Zoning Board of Appeals

2. Joel and Larissa Dougherty, 8185 Sentell St, Sodus Point-Joel Dougherty presented their application for a variance to build a fenced enclosure on the property. (Article V, 190-22 of Code). The road side will be 5’ high and the remaining sides will be 4’ high. It will be a picket fence made from pressure treated wood and will not block any neighbor’s view. A motion was made by M. Appleby, 2nd by S. Neal. Motion carried, all voting aye.

3. Greta and Mark Wilson, 7501 S. Fitzhugh St, Sodus Point- Greta and Mark Wilson presented their application to build a fenced enclosure for the containment of pets. (Article V, 190-22 of Code). The fence will be 6’ x 8’ dog ear panels and will be 16’x19’20’. There will be no obstruction of views.  A motion was made by M. Appleby, 2nd by A. Hayslip. Motion carried, all voting aye.

NEW BUSINESS:
1. The Complete Streets project continues and M. Appleby will ask Sandy Bastedo to attend our July 21, 2014 meeting to present findings and recommendations.

2. An initial draft of a Waterfront Consistency Review Form has been prepared and Ann Hayslip will continue to formalize it and present to the Planning Board at a future meeting.
