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PLANNING BOARD MEETING
May 19, 2014
MEMBERS PRESENT: Todd DeWispelaere, Ann Hayslip, Jim Deagman, Scott Neal, Mike Jenis
MEMBERS ABSENT: Maxine Applebee excused herself from the meeting due to a conflict of interest with the Katlynn application.
Sharon Lilla from the Sodus Point Village Board was present as well.

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Chairman, T. DeWispelaere
APPLICATIONS:
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Katlynn Marina-7448 Rt. 14,  Sodus Point- Owner Debbie Agostinelli spoke briefly about her history and her involvement in Sodus Point. Steve Breitzka of EDR presented the application for site plan review (per Article 190-49 of code). Katlynn would like to construct a 100’x200’x35’ steel storage building adjacent to the two existing steel structures.  Mr. Breitzka presented a multiphase master plan for the Marina with landscaping and drainage issues specifically addressed and stated that the proposed building will not be accessed by the public. In addition, he addressed section 190-49 D of the Code, “Factors for Consideration” in his presentation. The plan calls for grass swales to the north and east for drainage and trees (possibly hemlocks) on the north side with ornamental shrubs on the east side. Chairman DeWispeleare requested that all questions be held until we have further information from the applicant and the SEQR review. The Chairman addressed the following issues which need to be completed by the June 16th meeting: 1. A SEQR review will be completed by the Planning Board, 2. Part 1 of the EAF will need to be completed by Katlynn, 3. A detailed landscape plan will be required from the applicant and 4. A storm water runoff study will need to be completed for the entire property by Katlynn.  Chairman DeWispelaere suggested that the Board table the application until the June 16th meeting of the Planning Board. At that time we will review the requested documentation and make recommendations as necessary. A public hearing will be held on July 7th at 7pm at the Sodus Point Village Hall to allow the pubic to ask questions and voice concerns.  Motion by M. Jenis, 2nd by A. Hayslip to table the application until June16, 2014.

2. Bob and Christine Catone, 7542 N. Fitzhugh Street, Sodus Point-Christine Catone presented the application for site plan review to construct a garage and demo an existing shed. (per Article V, 190-15 of code). It will be a pole barn construction and will not visually impair the neighbors on either side of the property. .  After a brief discussion, M Jenis made a motion, 2nd  J. Deagman, to approve the garage. Motion carried, all voting aye.
The next meeting of the Planning Board will be Monday June 2, 2014.
