The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Chairman, T. Dewispelaere.

A. Hayslip made a motion, 2nd by S. Neal to accept the minutes of the August 26, 2013 meeting. Motion carried all voting aye.

Sam Bonnaci-7902 Lake Rd., Sodus Point-came before the Board with a special Permit application to demolish a old building on this parcel (previously known as My-T-Putt) and build mini storages in phases.  This application was tabled from a previous meeting so Mr. Bonnaci could prepare a feasibility statement.  He stated his report showed that 90% of mini storages in the surrounding areas were filled.  The Board was concerned about the aesthetics of  this proposal as this is one of the gateways to Sodus Point.  He was asked if he would consider building the storages in the rear of the property.  He replied no, he wanted them built near the Lake Rd. for exposure.  After much review, A. Hayslip made a motion, 2nd by M. Appleby to deny this Special Permit application based on aesthetics and the fact that the property is listed for sale.  Motion carried all voting aye.  Mr. Bonnaci will go before the ZBA at a later date for final determination.
Katlynn Marine-7448 Rt. 14, Sodus Point-came before the Board with a change of use variance application in an LCR zone located at 7482 S. Ontario St.  Katlynn Marine wishes to build a 90’x190’ heated storage barn.  Todd read to the public the chapter from the Code Book the criteria for the Planning Board to follow.  J. Deagman stated this proposed storage barn would enhance the neighborhood since all that is there now are boat cradles in a lot that has been vacant for years.  The Board expressed concern for the neighbors and the church and the fact that this storage barn would alter the neighborhood.  After much review, M. Appleby made a motion, 2nd by S. Neal to deny this change of use variance according to the criteria stated in the Village Code Book which the ZBA should follow.  This motion passed by a majority vote.  Katlynn Marine will go before the ZBA at a later date for final determination.
William Kedley-8337 South Shore Rd., Sodus Point-came before he Planning Board with a site plan application to add a 2nd story on his home, a change of plans from when he first submitted a few months ago.  After review of the new plans, which does not change any setback issues and will only enhance the neighborhood, J. Deagman made the motion, 2nd by A. Hayslip.  Motion carried all voting aye.
