
October 16, 2014: Village Board Meeting
Minutes of Regular Meeting Sodus Point Village Board

Mayor Tertinek called the regular meeting to order at 7:01 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Present: Mayor Tertinek, Trustee Quinn, Trustee Kennedy, Trustee Kallusch, CEO Hendrikse, Officer Knutowicz, Attorney Williams and Trustee Eckberg
Public: Approx. 6
Absent: Superintendent Hopkins
Mayor Tertinek welcomed Joan Eckberg to the Village Board as this was her first official meeting.

MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to approve the minutes of the September 18, 2014 regular meeting.

Motion carried all voting aye.

MOTION by Trustee Kennedy and seconded by Trustee Quinn to approve Amanda Curry as a new member of the Silver Waters Ambulance pending clean background check.

Public Comments:
Merium Derivan from 7587 Second St. received a refund check from the NYS Taxation & Finance in the amount of $37 because the Webster school did not go over the 2% tax limit.  Ms. Derivan wondered if there would be a similar refund from the Village of Sodus Point?  Attorney Williams was not familiar with any details of this program.  The Village Board will have to do some research to find out more details on how this program works and if the Village qualifies for such a program.

New Business:
A. In the September meeting Mayor Tertinek reported that the Neighborhood Assoc. forwarded $910.00 about half of the earnings that they collect the night of the fireworks.  Mayor Tertinek suggested that the Village take that amount into consideration when approving the contract for next year.  
Mayor Tertinek made a recommendation to raise the firework display amount up to $7,000 for the 2015 display.  
MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Quinn to approve the contract with Young Explosive for the July 3rd, 2015 firework display in the amount of $7,000. In addition, if the contract is signed in October the Village receives 10% more fireworks at no cost.
Motion carried all voting aye.

B. 2014-10 Resolution

Trustee Quinn, seconded by Trustee Kennedy,

Whereas, the United States Department of Agriculture requires an OMB Circular A-133 entity-wide audit for any fiscal year in which Federal assistance debt is $1,000,000 or greater, and  

Whereas, Federal assistance for the Village of Sodus Point debt exceeded that amount in the fiscal year ending May 31, 2014

Whereas, the Village of Sodus Point Board of Trustees employed Lee Walter to perform the OMB A-133 audit of  internal control over financial reporting, and 

Whereas, the audit for the fiscal year ending May 31, 2014 was completed by Mr. Walter on September 12, 2014, and 

Whereas, no deficiencies were disclosed and no significant or material misstatements were presented in the records for which procedures were performed for the period ended May 31, 2014,

It is hereby resolved that the Village of Sodus Point Board of Trustees acknowledges that the required audit was conducted and accepts such audit

Resolution adopted all voting aye.

C. Clerk Treasurer Durham explained that the Village taxes will be collected through October 31, 2014.  After that date any unpaid taxes are to be returned to Wayne County for collection.  All Trustees signed the approval form to be sent back with the returned village 2014-15 taxes.
D. Mr. Paul Staheli approached the Village Board with a few questions regarding property at 8106 Margaretta Rd. owned by Richard Staheli and taken care of by Patricia Staheli.  Ms. Patricia .Staheli was in attendance but made no comment.  Mr. Paul Staheli requested that the Village Board take back years of water and sewer fees on the account.  He stated that the water and sewer was turned on by an intruder and that the Staheli’s should not have to pay.  After being questioned as to why it took so long for them to come forward and make inquiries regarding the account Attorney Williams stated that at this point the Village of Sodus Point has no legal right to change a relevy to the past taxes.  Mr. Paul Staheli, Patricia Staheli or Richard Staheli will have to file for an Article 78 petition to appeal the charges.
E. The Village Board received a letter from Arneys Marina asking to be considered for the WBREC (Water Bill Relief in Extreme Circumstances) policy.  The leak was at the water front after the shutoff for the main dock, where the water drained into the stone and bay and went undetected.  

Arneys Marina hired someone to find the leak but Mark Jones ended up finding it for them.

MOTION by Trustee Kennedy and seconded by Trustee Kallusch make an adjustment to Arneys account 6006 using the WBREC guidelines. 
Motion carried all voting aye.
