
November 20, 2014: Village Board Meeting
Minutes of Regular Meeting Sodus Point Village Board

Deputy Mayor Kennedy called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Present: Deputy Mayor Kennedy, Trustee Quinn, Trustee Kallusch,  Attorney Williams, Trustee Eckberg, and Superintendent Hopkins

MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Eckberg to approve the minutes of the October 16, 2014 regular meeting.

Motion carried all voting aye.

Public Comments:
Bruce Farrington Sodus Point Historian presented the Village Board with an opportunity to become a sponsor for the proposed Mural in the Town of Sodus located on the corner of Main St. and Maple Ave.  The vision of the mural is history through representative images of each village and hamlet within Sodus.  A unity of our township.  Mr. Farrington handed out donation forms to anyone with interest.
Maxine Appleby commented on the Zoning Board Secretary position.  She asked if it is a 1 year term.  Deputy Mayor Kennedy responded “yes”.  Ms. Appleby is concerned with the reappointment of positions to the same person year after year.  She feels that it may be time to advertise for the positions.    
She also commented on the pay raise agenda item.  

It was recommended that the board look at the position not the individual.  The comment was also made questioning the Planning Board secretary position as a comparison.  Is there a difference in job duties and why is the pay scale so different for the Planning and Zoning Board secretary positions.
Kathy Berretta would like to be considered for the Planning Board position.  She did show interest at an earlier date to Mayor Tertinek but wanted to again state that she is still interested in holding a position on the board.

The Village Board agreed to advertise in the Sun & Record the open positions.

 Old Business: 
A. Mr. Baumhaurer mailed a letter regarding the number of units at 8500 Gardenier Lane.  In October, the Village Board decided to table the decision regarding the water and sewer units to do a little more research.  Mr. Baumhauer believes he should be charged for one unit referencing code for a “dwelling”. He is currently being charged for two units.   He is asking 
1. Reduce the water and sewer bill to reflect that it is one dwelling and 

2. Refund all fees that have been collected over the past 12 years while we owned the property and it was double billed.

The board based their decision on the fact that in the past Mr. Baumhauer rented the second unit and that in the Village of Sodus Point if you have water and sewer connected to the unit whether it can be used seasonally or all year it is considered active unless you pay to have a discontinuance.
MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to deny all requests made by Mr. Baumhauer.

Motion carried all voting aye.

B. On November 25th, 2014 Wayne County Board of Supervisors is holding a meeting on the Property Tax Freeze Credit Program for all municipalities.  The Mayor and Trustees will be attending.  
New Business:
A. Mural Funding was discussed during public comments.
B. The Board decided that there are still too many questions and no one felt comfortable making a decision just yet about the pay increase for the Zoning Board Secretary.  The discussion of all the Planning/Zoning positions will be an agenda item for the next workshop.  
MOTION by Trustee Eckberg and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to table the decision to make any changes to the pay for the Zoning Board Secretary.
Motion carried all voting aye.

C. As discussed during public comment the Planning Board is looking to fill a vacant position.  The Zoning Board is also looking to fill 2 vacant positions.  Any persons wishing to serve on either board should contact either Mayor Tertinek or call the office.
