
April 16, 2015: Village Board Meeting
Minutes of Regular Meeting Sodus Point Village Board

Mayor Tertinek called the regular meeting to order at 7:02 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Present: Mayor Tertinek , CEO Hendrikse, Trustee Quinn, Officer Knutowicz, Trustee Kallusch, Attorney Williams and Trustee Eckberg

MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Eckberg to approve the minutes of the March 19, 2015 regular meeting.

Motion carried all voting aye.

Public Comments:
Maxine Appleby asked if any action had been made regarding the records retention for the Village of Sodus Point Planning and Zoning board records.
Trustee Quinn responded that we have talked about a couple of changes/possibilities but nothing has been put into place.

Lindsey Gerstenslager commented that there is grant money from the Dept. of Records Management to assist with the process of record keeping.  Lindsey recommended that the Village use this resource in making changes to have a better system for records management.
 Old Business: 
A. The topic of the firefighting slide in water tank unit to be used with the FD side by side vehicle was brought up again by Trustee Quinn.  Trustee Quinn regretted his vote from the March meeting.  The vote allowed $5000 from the Village Budget to be used by the Fire Department for this equipment with the remaining balance to be paid by the FD. The Fire Dept. is only willing to pay for the shipping of the equipment. 

MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to approve the total amount of $7450 from the Fire Department budget to purchase the unit.
Motion carried all voting aye.
B. The Village Board decided to hold off on making a definite decision regarding the 2 quotes for the work to be done at the Central Ave and So. Shore Rd. to enable the pump station to be supplied with the capability of using the 45KW portable generator in the event of an emergency. Mark Jones received a revised quote from Livecchi Electric Corp and now it is comparable to the Colacino Industries quote.  
MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Eckberg to approve the work to be performed by Livecchi Electric Corp. in the amount of $6,150.00.
Motion carried all voting aye.

C. The Water Department is looking into increasing the water pressure on Lake Street.  The increased pressure will help with fire safety and added pressure to the residents.  

The Village employees will do the field work for the project.  The only expense will be the materials.

MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to approve the purchase of the materials from Vellano Corp. in the amount of $4502.  The purchase will be made in the 2015-16 budget year.
Motion carried all voting aye.
New Business:
A. Lindsey Gertenslager from WC Soil & Water passed out a plan view drawing with detailed specifications for the Sodus Point Shoreline Project along Wickham Blvd.  The Village received a grant for erosion control and shoreline stabilization.  Ms. Gertenslager wanted the Village Board to review the plan and give approval so that she can continue on with the project. The Village Board took the time during the meeting to review the plans and ask Lindsey any questions they had about the project.
MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Eckberg to approve the Wickham Blvd. Shoreline Project drawings.

RESOLVED, that the preliminary budget as amended and revised and as hereinafter set forth is hereby adopted and that the several amounts stated in the column titled "Adopted in Schedule A1, Schedule F1 and Schedule G1 be and they hereby are appropriated for the objects and purposes specified and the salaries and wages of such budget shall be and are hereby fixed at the amounts shown therein effective June 1, 2015

2015-4B MOTION by Trustee Eckberg and seconded by Trustee Quinn to approve the following resolution amending water rents
Whereas, the Village of Sodus Point Board of Trustees wishes to increase the base water rent to $60 for the first 5000 gallons of consumption,

The change will be effective with the billing on July 1, 2015.

B. MOTION by Trustee Eckberg and seconded by Trustee Quinn to approve Mayor Tertinek to sign the contract with the Sodus Town Ambulance Corps Inc. for the ALS-BLS Joint Prehospital Billing Agreement (Mutual Aid).

C. 2015- 4C  Resolution amending 2014-2015 budget for the Ambulance Equipment 

Whereas, the Village of Sodus Point received a $14,359.05 grant from State of New York Division of Criminal Justice Services specifically for  emergency equipment for Silver Waters Community Ambulance,

It is hereby resolved that the Village Clerk/Treasurer is authorized to make budget adjustments to reflect a $14,359.05 increase in revenue in the General Fund and an increase in appropriations in General Fund, Ambulance Equipment (A3625.2), in the amount of $14,359.05.

2015-4D   Resolution amending 2014-2015 budget for the Street Maintenance –Chips Fund 

Whereas, the Village of Sodus Point receives reimbursement funding for the maintenance of roads from NYS Office of the State Comptroller

Whereas, the Village of Sodus Point has received an amount of $66,813.61 over the amount budgeted for 2014-15,

It is hereby resolved that the Village Clerk/Treasurer is authorized to make budget adjustments to reflect a $66,813.61 increase in revenue in the General Fund and an increase in appropriations in General Fund, Street Maintenance CHIPS  (A5110.2B), in the amount of $66,813.61.

D. The Village Board has been approached with interests in renting out the Community Center for different events.  The Board decided to come up with a waiver and a $100 refundable fee for anyone interested in rental.  The $100 fee would be returned once the Community Center condition was cleared and the key is returned.
E. MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to approve and sign the 2015 Generator Service Contract with Colacino Industries in the amount of $2,995.00 of an annual and semi-annual inspection.
