
May 21, 2015: Village Board Meeting
Minutes of Regular Meeting Sodus Point Village Board

Mayor Tertinek called the regular meeting to order at 7:02 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to approve the minutes of the April 16, 2015 regular meeting.

Public Comments:
Maxine Appleby is concerned with the process of the applications being submitted to Zoning and Planning Board for review.  She is again asking that all information be open to the public.  The Public hearing meetings will not be useful if the information is not provided before the meeting to review.  Ms. Appleby is again requesting all meetings, emails and paperwork be readily available to review at the Village Hall.
 Old Business: 
A. Trustee Kallusch has been working and meeting with First Niagara and Ely & Leene 
Agency on the Insurance coverage for the Village of Sodus Point for the 2015-16 Budget year.  The renewal amount for First Niagara is $38,222.08 and for Ely & Leene it is $39,585.69.  The amount is guaranteed for 2 years with Ely & Leene.  Trustee Kallusch commented that the customer service we received from First Niagara didn’t compare to Ely & Leene.

MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Eckberg to enter into a new contract with Ely & Leene for the 2015-16 Fiscal year.
Motion carried all voting aye.

New Business:
A. Mr. Richard Santelli address the Village Board “to ask that the Village of Sodus Point adopt rental property ordinances with respect to safety and liability to protect the village and its property owning residents and conform to state laws regarding rentals”  Mr. Santelli is asking the Village Board to read over the regulations in place in the Village of Lyons and then consider implementing ordinances to create a safer rental environment within the Village of Sodus Point. 
During his presentation he said he was the spokesperson for the numbered streets and Wickham Blvd.  Mrs. Derivan spoke up and said that she has a place on Second St. and that she had no affiliation with him or his suggestions.
The Board agreed to look over the material and discuss at a later time what changes if any they have decided to make.

B. Paul Morales approached the Village Board with 2 quotes to resurface the outside basketball court.  The quotes were between $6000 and $7000.  Mr. Morales wondered if there was any money in the budget for this project.  He is willing to contribute some of his own money and asked if he would be able to do a fund raiser to collect at least half of the amount needed.  The board agreed to work with Mr. Morales and have the village staff take a look at the court conditions and give their opinion on what or how it can be fixed.  Trustee Eckberg was willing to be the lead person to work on the request with Mr Morales.  
C. Mayor Tertinek set the End of Year meeting for May 29th, 2015 at 4:00pm in the Village Hall.

D. MOTION by Trustee Kallusch and seconded by Trustee Quinn to approve the Bike US for MS group permission to stay on the grounds at the Lighthouse Museum on June 7th, 2015.
Motion carried all voting aye.

E. MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to approve the Rochester Regional Health Care System to serve beer and wine during their Gala event on July 25 2015 at the Village grounds by the Lighthouse museum.
Motion carried all voting aye.

F. MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to accept the resignation of Stanley Knutowicz as Officer in Charge and appoint William Mackin for the position.  

Motion carried all voting aye.

G. MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kennedy to approve to hire Charlie Michels and Joseph Antinora as Part-time police officers.
Motion carried all voting aye.

MOTION by Trustee Quinn and seconded by Trustee Kallusch to approve the expenditure of $3,300 to fix the seals on the front loader.

MOTION by Trustee Eckberg and seconded by Trustee Kennedy to approve payment of claims 5-1 through 5-47 for a total of $58,473.40; General/Highway $43,000.98; Water $2,828.19; Wastewater $12,644.23;

Trustee Quinn made the announcement that he will run for Town of Sodus, Councilman in the 2015 election.
